The latter 
draws on hie rubber clothing and starts 
ont on bis patrol, lantern In hand, the 
driving sleet and sand maklng.it Impos­
sible to look In the direction of the w4nd.
He pushes, on, guarding Ids eyes with the 
visor of his cap, and peering .here /and 
there Into the darkness. His route is 
dangerous, for the treacherous surf has 
worn gullies and formed deep quicksands 
in unexpected places, Into' which he Is 
liable to plunge at any step. When he 
hears the sound of a vessel ponodlug on 
the beach, and the Hupping and. snapping 
of her sails, as soon as he can make out 
her outlines, he Instantly burns a red 
light as a signal that It Is seen.
