At loot there is a prospect of some- 

thing practical being done by a Cana- 
diee Government toward* promoting the 
work of immigration. On Friday Mr. 
Blake explained the policy of his Ad- 
ministration in respect to immigration, 
and it has the merits of being practical, 
direct and simple. The Government 
appropriate $80,000 tor immigration, 
and ont of that sum they propose to 
grant what we may call at the rate of 
$6 per adult immigrant who may come 
into the country and fulfil certain con­
ditions. The conditions are: First, 
that the emigrants shall be approved by 
person* responsible to the Government, 
either in London or at the shipping 
port*; secondly, that they shall come to 
this country; and thirdly, that they 
shall take up their residence here for 
three months. The Premier referred to 
the several Emigrant Societies’ in Eng­
land, and thought that these would be 
encouraged to prosecute their work by 
the assistance the Government now 
offered, and if it was impressed upon 
these societies that the country was 
most in need of agricultural laborer», 
much good might be the result. On 
this side of the Atlantic, a* the Premier 
pointed out, there are two agencies 
which may exert an important influence 
in promoting immigration —namely, vol. 
untary societies, and the contractors for 
great public works. And in respect to 
the first agency were are glad to find 
that the Premier gave the following 
illustration: “The Ottawa Valley Im­
migration Society had been referred to. 
It was an established fact, and its object 
was to get out a certain number of fami- 
lies and settle them. They were in hope 
that the labours of that Society would be 
an example to the people of the west. 
They believe that there might very well 
be established, in those counties of which 
they had heard as lacking agricultural 
laborers, cither county associations or 
unions of county association =. that might 
do something in this direction.” There 
can be no doubt but that such an asso­
ciation a* the Ottawa Valley Immigra- 
tion Society is one well calculated to 
promote Immigration, and we should be 
glad to see other parts of the country 
follow the example which has been sot 
by the Ottawa Valley. The members 
comprising the society are chiefly far­
mers and manufacturers, and nearly all 
of them arc in want of laborers, and 
have contributed means for the passages 
of immigrants. The immigrants will be 
specially selected in England, Ireland, 
and Scotland, for those who have sup­
plied the means for their passages, and 
on arrival here each immigrant will be 
sent directly to his employer, under 
agreement to serve for a stated term and 
to repay the money advanced for his 
passage. By those means it is believed 
that a very superior class of immigrants 
will be secured. Each one will be en­
gaged for a special work and a particular 
place, and it is hoped there will be fewer 
“bad bargains” than the country has 
hitherto obtained. As the men engaged 
will be chiefly ploughmen and general 
agricultural laborers, mon who have been 
accustomed to farm work and hatd labor, 
they will be better adapted to the coun­
try than the class of men who have been 
sent to Canada from the cities and towns 
of England, and fewer of them will 
manifest the disposition to roam about 
when they arrive here. We believe the 
plan adopted by this society is the most 
practical -that has yet been put into 
operation, and we should be glad to see 
similar societies spring up in all parts of 
the country, and their operations supple­
mented by the liberal aid of the govern- 
ments.—Citizen.

HINTS MI IMMIGRATION.

The potent influence of the railway 
corporations of the Western States, in 
stimulating by their various agencies in 
Europe and elsewhere the flow of 
emigration to the United States, is not 
half so well recognized as they ought to 
be. The Kansas Western Advocate 
remarks upon this head:

“One million people settled in the 
West last year. Who brought them 
here? The railway corporations.— 
Nothing short of a generous outlay of 
cash and hard labor could ever effect 
such mighty deeds. Do the people 
generally know that the railroad com­
panies have agencies abroad inducing 
emigration to this great West ? Very 
few of them are aware of the fact, and 
our newspaper friends east know very 
little about the matter themselves ; but 
such is the case; and there are but few 
cities or towns of any importance in 
Europe but what have one or more agent* 
of our great Western Railroad* residing 
therein and rehearsing the delights of 
the glorious west. They offer reduced 
rates by steamship and by railway ; they 
cheek baggage through from the eastern 
to nearly the western continent; half 
way round the world; their agents re- 
ceive emigrants in Europe, come with 
them to America, feed them, transport 
them to their new homes, and never 
leave them until they are comfortably 
settled with a roof over their heads — 
What a mighty work is this ; this labor 
alone is worth every alternate section 
from New York to San Francisco, instead 
of being compelled to build a railroad in 
addition thereto, But this is not all— 
the Eastern, Middle and Western States 
are thoroughly canvassed by railroad 
agents, newspapers are published, money 
without stint is expended, and hun­
dreds of thousands by this means are 
induced to locate in this country. No 
effort like this would (or could) ever 
have been made by the Government 
itself. Not one settler in any five hun- 
deed now in the west would have been 
here had it not been for the railroad 
grants, which brought the roads them­
selves.” 1

The same journal, discussing the 
action which the Legislature should take 
to promote emigration in the coming 
season, has some observations worth 
attention. It remarks:—

“A good large appropriation—say 
$25,000 to $40,000 —should be made 
this session, and a specific line of action 
and field of operation agreed upon ; then 
go to work, and ‘by their fruits shall ye 
know them;’ then we will be able to 
realise its effects. As to the field of 
operations—with fifty thousand dollars, 
we should say—’Europe;’ but with 
$25,000—it should be New York city; 
at which place will be found more people 
in search of new homes than at any 
other in the United States; it is the 
grand entrepot of emigration to this 
country during seven months of the 
year, beginning with spring; twelve 
steamers, with emigrants, arrive each 
week ; 229,000, emigrants landed there 
last year, and with such as an agent 
from this State would bear with him, 
there should be, at least, 10.000 to 
20,000 influenced for Kansas; depend­
ing, of course, entirely upon the ap­
propriation and qualifications of our 
agent. Our Commissioner of Immigra­
tion should be a man of business—not a 
politician, he should be a man in the 
prime of life, one who has had experience 
with the world, with men and matters in 
and out of cities; he should be .a man 
well versed as to the" resource* of our 
State and the character of our lands, 
and with sufficient self-reliance to speak 
their praise abroad. He should be a 
man of education and character —in 
short, a gentleman; one who would bo 
able to take a stand anywhere, and in 
any society, and who would reflect credit, 
upon the State. Such a man, appointed 
by the Governor and subject to his 
directions, might establish at New York 
city a Bureau of Immigration for our 
State, and its influence would be wide 
spread ; in fact, would soon be known 
and felt in Europe, particularly if con­
ducted with honor and ability, and sup­
ported by future appropriations.”

“Ontario Institution Nr the Education 
of the Blind,” will be opened for the 
reception of pupils on Tuesday, the 16th

For the information and guidance of 
Municipal Councils and all persons in­
terested in the Education of the Blind, 
I may state:

let That the- Institution is founded 
for the purpose of imparting general 
education, a* well as instruction in some 
professional or manual art to such blind 
person* residing in the Province of On­
tario, as are hereafter described, and is 
not intendended as an Asylum for the 
aged and infirm, or an Hospital for the 
treatment of disease ; but in its design 
has reference only to the physical, mental 
and moral training of blind youths of 
both sexes.

2nd All blind youths of both sexes 
between the ages of eight and twenty, 
one, not being deficient in intellect, and 
free from contagious disease, being resi- 
dents of the Province of Ontario shall be 
admitted into the Institution.

3rd. Education, as well as instruction 
in such mechanical manual employments 
as may be inaugurated in the Institution, 
books, stationery, maps, and all school 
appliances, together with bed, bedding, 
towels, and general maintenance, (ex­
cepting only wearing apparel and food) 
to be free to all youths above specified.

4th. Parents, guardians or friend* 
who arc able to pay for the board of 
pupils, will be charged one dollar and 
a-half per week during the session, and 
application for the admission of such 
pupils will be made direct to the Inspec­
tor or Principal.

5th. Parents, guardians or friends, 
who are unable to pay for the board cf 
pupils, will apply to the councils of the 
county, township, city, town, or incorpo 
rated village in which they reside, and 
the clerk of the municipality shall make 
application to the Inspector or Principal 
for the admission of such pupils into the 
Institution, which will be awarded on 
the municipality becoming responsible 
for the board of such pupils at the rate 
of one dollar per week during the session. 
The whole question in respect to the ina 
bility of the applicants to pay, to ce deter­
mined by such municipality, without re­
ference to the Government or the officers 
of the Institution.

6th. In all cases, half the cost of 
board for the session, or part of the 
session, will be paid in advance, and the 
other half at the close of the session.

7th. Indigent orphans to be boarded, 
clothed and educated at the expense of 
the Government on the application for 
admission by the clerk of the municipal 
corporation in which the orphan resides, 
with the certificate of the warden, reeve 
or mayor, and the county judge attached. 
Travelling expenses of such pupils, to 
and from the Institution, to be defrayed 
by such municipality.

8th. It is required that the pupil* 
sent to the Institution shall be decently 
and comfortably clothed, and furnished 
with a sufficient change and variety of 
apparel to ensure el-- inliness and comfort. 
The name of the boy or girl to be 
written on each article with permanent 
marking ink.

9th. The regular annual School Ses­
sion will commence on the first Wednes 
day in September of each year, and will 
continue till the last Wednesday in June. 
Applications for admission must be made 
in good time to ensure the pupil's re­
ception at the commencement of the 
session.

10th. The vacation will commence on 
the last Wednesday in June, and end on 
the first Wednesday in September, durig 
which time every pupil must be removed 
to his or her home or place of abode.

Blank applications will be forwarded, 
and further information given on making 
application to the undersigned up to the 
1st April, and after that date to the 
Principal at Brantford.

THE GENEVA ARBITRATORS-′

Probably few students of foreign 
polities would be able to characterise 
off heed the three Continental members 
of the Geneva Court of Arbitration, 
whose personal history has now become 
a matter of interest to us all. The first 
of these, the nominee of King Victor 
Emmanuel, Count Selopis, is a man of 
no slight honour in his own country ; not 
only is he a Juris-consult of great repute 
io Italy, but for several years he has 
held the post of President of the Italian 
Senate. The member of the Tribunal 
who represents the President of the Swiss 
Confederation, Herr Staempli—formerly 
editor of an important journal, the Bund, 
published at Berne—has been several 
times placed by his countrymen at the 
head of the nation, and in the functions 
of Executive interpreter of tint Consti­
tution which be has done so very much 
to frame in its present shape. He has 
for several years, however, retired from 
the active pursuits of politics, and has 
become manager of the largest joint- 
stock bank in Switzerland. The Bra­
zilian member of the Arbitral Court, 
the Baron de Itajuba, has won a title to 
respect in more than a single path of 
life. In bis youth be was a professor of 
law et Rio Janeiro; afterward* be was 
appointed to represent bis country as 
Consul General at Hamburg, and for 
many years he enjoyed the distinction of 
representing the Imperial Court of 
Brazil at Berlin—though at present he 
holds the place of Envoy Extraordinary 
and Minister Plenipotentiary at Ver­
sailles: It will be seen, then, that the 
members of the Tribunal have not been 
chosen carelessly or at random—that the 
claimant and disputant alike may depend 
on their case going before men who can 
point to a long and honourable career as 
guaranteeing that the soundest judgment 
will be brought to the performance of 
their important functions.

INDIA AMD Great BRITAIN.— We 
fear that the gibes of some of our foreign 
critics that the people of Great Britain 
are inordinately subject to panics can­
not be thought wholly without reason. 
For many years panics of French in­
vasion used to crop up every “silly 
season" as that time when Parliament 
does not sit, and regular editors take a 
holiday, has lately been called ; and 
once io four or fire years it has fallen 
upon the country with the severity of 
an epidemic disease. At last France 
was put hors de combat for several year* 
t > come, and any immediate attack from 
that quarter became unavailable as a 
resource for exciting the pleasant element 
of horror, which gratifies us when young 
in ghost stories, and when old in ware 
and rumors thereof. But it would not 
do to be without a scarecrow ; and so 
for a time Bismarck was properly 
equipped for that office by imaginative 
writers, and was found to answer very 
well indeed. The latest sensation has 
been got up by Lord Napier of Magdala, 
who. in a despatch which it seems hardly 
likely that be ever expected to see in 
print, professes to be greatly uneasy 
about the dispositions end resources of 
the native Princes of India, and to want 
moreEuropean troops, especially artillery. 
Lord Napier is known for the complete- 
ness of bis military preparations ; but it 
must be acknowledged that the mode in 
which he organized victory over poor 
besotted King Theodore was a very ex­
pensive process in proportion to the 
actual achievement—a very different 
affair from what it would have been a 
hundred years ago under the adventur­
ous men who founded British power in 
the East. Probably a few more lives 
would have been lost in earlier times; 
but the job would have been as well 
performed, and could have been per­
formed twice for the same money. So 
thinks Colonel Meadows Taylor who has 
him self fought in India, and who utterly 
rejects the apprehensions suggested by 
Lord Napier, In a remarkable letter 
adtressed to a London newspaper, Col. 
Taylor shows by what forces all the great 
victories in India have been won. Be- 
ginning at Plassey—Clive had there only 
900 Europeans and 2,100 troops, but he 
routed 50,000 men as good as those of 
any modern native army and captured 
their artillery which was good and 
numerous. At Cotweh. Clive again 
defeated 30,000 men who had been 
disciplined by Europeans; put to flight 
the same army whey it rallied a few days 
after ; and finally routed it entirely in 
a third action at Owda Nulls, when posted 
in a strong position, possessed of a hun­
dred guns, and numbering 60,000 men. 
These actions were fought with only 
some 650 Europeans, and not more then 
3,000 troop*. In the following year 1764,

. the Vizier of Onde placed 30,000 troop* 
in’a chosen position near Buxar. He 
had moreover, 130 guns, manned by 
disciplined artillerymen ; but his troops 
were put to flight, and all bi* guns taken 
by Munro, with 857 British troop*. 
5,297 Sepoys, 918 native cavalry, and 
twenty field guns. In the war excited 
by Tippoo Sultan, which closed so bril­
liantly by the capture of Seringapatam. 
in 1798, there were good troops to the 
number of 300,000, with 500 guns, 
either actively hostile, or ready to be­
come so on the first favorable oppor­
tunity; yet the small British force 
carried all before it. To 3803, Sindia 
had an army of 1,600 infantry, diacip 
lined by De Boigne, a host of irregulars.
