tion of inconsistencies and deplorable 
angularities. It might be said to be 
uncharitable to criticise these philoso­
phers too severely, but we do say 
distinctly that if our ideas and words 
were distinctly weighed and duly con- 
sidered, they would afford quite a 
preferable kind of logic to that in­
vented by your correspondents.

Now 
without discussing the question of 
prohibition at all, is it right after 
encouraging a man to use his time 
and expend his money for a certain 
purpose and take pay from him by 
way of license, then shut down square 
on him and make hm be the looser- 
of the whole plant which he con 
structed for license purposes? Now
