Stronger Ether, .i fuid ounce.
Stronger Alcohol, .4 fluid ounces.

Pulverized Extract Licorice . 2 troy ounces.
Hydrochlorate of Morphia, . . 8 grains.
Oil of Peppermint, 6. mincms.
Syrup, 1. 1 fluid ounces.
Hydrocyanic Acid, 2 per cent, 2 fluid ounces.

Directions.-Dissolve the morphia and ol of peppermint in the
01; mix the chloroform and ether with this solution. Mix therice with the syrup and add the molasses. Shake these twoa (tures well together, and lastly add the hydrocyanic acid, and
in shake well.
