I can leave no
better vecord to guide the young to a close as honourable as this which you now testify
to me.

Be assured, Gentlemen, that though I am now to proceed on other service, T do not
consider my duties towards this country at an end ; while I have life, T will seek every op-
portunity to promote the interest and well-being of these Provinces.

'To His Excellency GrorGe Earl of DavLnouste, Knight Grand Cross of’ the Most Honour-
able Military Order of the Bath, Captain-General and Governor-in-Chicef in and over
the Provinees of Lower Canada and Upper Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick,
and their several dependencies, Vice-Admiral of the same, General and Commander-
in-Chief of all His Majesty’s Forces in the Provinces of Lower Cinada and Upper
Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and their several dependencies:

MAY 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,—

Wr, Mewmbers of the Clergy, Magistrates, and Landholders of the District of Three
Rivers, have learned with sincere regret, that your Excellency will shortly leave the high
station you hold in this Provinee; but that regret is in some degree diminished by the con-
sideration that the cause of our leing deprived of your Excellency’s further protection
arises from the circumstance of your Excellency’s having been ecalled by our gracious
Sovereign, to 4 command far more important to his Majesty’s service, and which must also
be more agreeable to your Excellency. '

We beg to assure your Excellency, that we shall ever retain the most grateful sense
of the obligations due to your Excellency, for the continued and special protection granted
hy your Excellency to every useful institution established in this Province. The Semi-
naries of Learning and Religious Establishments have invariably received both your Ex-
cellency’s public and private support. The agriculture of the country has been fostered
and encouraged by your Excellency’s example and munificence. Elementary Schools have
been established, the poor and sick have been assisted, all persons having claims have ob-
tained most impartial decisions from your Excellency ; in short, every act of the admini-
