521. Schools of Military Instruction are established ia
connection with corps enlisted for continuous service, for
the rurpose of affording officers, non- uommlssmnad officers
and men of the Active \Ilhtla, onportunities of Jommg for
courses of study and training, aul to enable them %o obtain
certificates of qualification. The Troop of Cavalry, Bat-
teries of Artillery and Companies of infauiry embodied
for continuous service will each form a School of Military
Instruction.

(2). It will be the duty of those on the perraarentstrength
of the establishment to maintain an efficient cgrps, to
afford the best possible instructional facilities, asd to treat
-with consideration all who are attached for instruction, and
to conform to the regulations of the school.
