The name was changed three
times before ‘‘Amazing Grace’
was settled on. According v
Kenedy, ‘‘Amazing Grace” is a
traditio. al hymn, yet it reflects a
lot of contempory ideas.

When asked whether or not the
show will continue next year,
Kenedy replied, ‘“‘Right now, we're

getting a lot of positive feedback,”
and, “It's ar enough tu
continue.” He a that the show.
