the British authorities, it may well be mat-
ter for astonishment that even the smallest
success has been accomplished.  As regards
all the educational establishments connected

with the government of India, it is positive- |

ly torbidden to introduce the subject of
Christianity in any way. Nota volume that
makes any allusion to the (gospel is permit-
ted within those * godless” walls ; not even
the name of the Saviour, not the merest idea
of the Creator, is allowed to pass the lips, or
enter the thoughts, of any within those insti-
tutions of a Christian government! Pro-
fessors who dare to infringe these stringent
laws are dismissed ; native pupils, who

sure of the higher powers.

The ten years just past it is es-
timated have seen not less.than 2000 heath-
ens embracing Christianity. Not less en-
couraging is the fact of more than one na-
tive rajah having become converted to the
Christian faith.
