The Rev. A. T. Morgan, Curate of 
Islington Parish Church, England, has 
been awarded the Military Cross “for 
conspicuous gallantry and devotion to 
duty in action. He assisted the 
medical officers day and night in tend­
ing the wounded.”

A memorial, eleven miles long, 
signed by over two million persons, 
and weighing a ton, was recently pre­
sented to the Premier of England, urg­
ing that the Government prohibit the 
liquor traffic during the rest of the 
war and for six months afterwards.

The late Canon Binney, of Eng­
land, left to the S.P.G. in trust, Lon­
don and North Western Railway 
stock, with instructions to pay the in­
come up to £200 a year to four Col- 
onian Bishops to be given to poor and 
deserving clergymen in their dioceses 
in need of a holiday.

Rev. M. M. Hard­
ing, will take charge of Bishop Newn- 
ham’s confirmation work from Janu­
ary 1 st until Easter next.

He is a graduate of 
Wycliffe College, Toronto, and an 
undergraduate of Toronto University.

throughout Canada to use the new 
Prayer Book on Christmas Day.

Hoyles, the President of Havergal, 
greeted the parents and friends of the 
new scholars. Havergal has now three 
Preparatory Schools—on Jarvis St., St. 
Clair Ave., and Bloor St. At the re­
cent Matriculation Examination, 15 
students passed out of the 16 entered, 
many taking first and second Honours 
in English, French, German, Latin 
and History.

her warm approval of the appeal 
which is being made to the education 
authorities of the Empire for a 
children’s tribute to the memory of 
Jack Cornwell, the boy hero of the 
Battle of Jutland. The proceeds of the 
Fund, to which it is hoped every 
child in the schools of the Empire 
will contribute, will be employed for 
the endowment of a ward for disabled 
sailors and marines in the Queen 
Mary Star and Garter Home at Rich­
mond, to be known as the “First 
Class Boy Jack Cornwell Ward.”

Principal of St. Àidan’s College, 
Birkenhead, has been appointed by 
the Crown to succeed the new Bishop 
of Peterborough as Vicar of Bradford, 
Yorksr He was ordained in 1895 to a 
curacy at Leyton, under the Rev. W. 
T. H. Wilson, with whom he proceeded 
to Hastings in 1899. In 1901 he mov­
ed to Birkenhead, where his lot has 
been cast since, holding successively 
the posts of Vice-Principal * of St. 
Aidan’s, Vicar of Birkenhead, and 
Principal of St. Aidan’s. The College 
has made great progress under his re­
gime, and up to the outbreak of war 
was the largest theological college in 
England.
