V. An Act to authorize Justices of the Peace and Commissioners under the Small Debt Act lo

issue Writs of Summary Capias against persons about to leave this Island.
VI. An Act to aller and amend an Act made in the Forty-eighth year of the Reign of Bis

laie Majesty King Georgc the Third, intituled ' An Act for repealing an ct intitulted an Act to
prevent the throwing of Ballast into Rivers and Creceks on this Island, and for the empowering the
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Commander-in- Citief for the lime being, to appoint Ballast
Masters, and to regulate their duty.'

VII. An Act for Building a Court-House and Jail in Prince County, and for appoiniing
Conmissioners to superintend the same.

VIII. An Act to prevent the running ai large of Swcine within the Town.and Rojalty of Prince-
town.

IX. An Act for limiting the time for holding the Poll for the Election of <embers lo serve in
General Assembly.

X. An Act for the relief of Solomon Desbrisay, a Prisoner in confinement fer Debt within the
Limits of the Jail of Charlotte- Town.

XI. An Act to prevent Tavernl-cepers, Inn-keepers, or other persons, from harbouring or enter-
laining Soldiers ai improper hours.

XII. An Act t require Landlords and Claimants of Rents Io put the Tilles by kchich they
claim upon Record in the proper Offices of Record in this Island.

XII I. An Act to prevent the Importation and Spreading of Infectious Discases within this Island.
XIV. An Act to confirm and render valid certain Marriages heretofore solemnized within this

Island, and also to declare by whom and in what manner !Jarriages shal be celebraied in future,
and to provide for the public Registry of the same.

XV. A Act establishing the mode of recovering Penalties and Costs before Justices of the Peace,
where the saine are imposed by certain Acts of the General Asseibly of this Island, and no pro-
vision is made for the enforcing thereof.

XVI. An Act to amend and render more effectual an Act made and passed in the Eleventh year
of the Reign of his laie Majesty, intiluled ' An Act to authorize the cmviction and punishment, in
a Summary way, of persons committing Common Assaulis and Batteries.'

XVII. A Act to incorporate the Minister and Trustees of Saint James's Church, in the Town of
Charlotte- Town.

XVIII. An Act lo incorporate the Minister and Elders of Saint John's Church, in the District
of Belfast.

XIX. An act lo encourage the Settlement and Improvemet of Lands in this Island, and to regu.
laie the proceedings of a Court of Escheats therein.

XX. A Act o increase the Revenue, by levying a Duty of Impost on all Goods, Wares, and
Merchandize imported into this Island, with certain exceptions.

XXI. An Act to continue an Act made and passed in the first year of the 'Reign of his preseni
Majesty, imposing a duty on Wines, Gin, Brandy, Rum, and oter distilled Spirituous Liquors, impor-
tedinto this Islanct-
