After a long 
struggle with poverty, he died suddenly, 
and it has been alleged by his own hand 
I but this is doubtful), leaving a widow 
and four children totally unprovided for. 
One feels it to have beën a sad fate for 
the man who gave us the charming simple 
ballad of Sally in our Alley, a strain which 
has been the delight of an infinity of 
people, and will probably continue so 
while the English language lasts'.

Carey, however, would appear to have 
conferred a greater musical obligation 
upon his country than even Sally in our 
Alley. There is now pretty good reason 
to conclude that he was the author of the 
Royal Anthem. This noble composition 
has indeed been attributed to Dr. Richard 
Bull, who lived in the reign of James I , 
and another history would represent it 
as originating in honor of James II, at 
the time when he was threatehed with 
the invasion of the Prince of Orange ; but 
there is in reality no evidence for the 
words or air having existed before the 
year 1740. In 1794, a gentleman, named 
Townsend, was able to report that his 
fkther had dined with a party which met 
in a tavern in Comhill, in 1740, to cele­
brate the capture of Portobello, when he 
heard Henry Carey sing the song as his 
own composition, with great applause 
from the company. About the same time, 
Dr Harington, the celebrated physician 
and amateur-musician of Bath, took down 
from the lips of John Christopher Smith, 
who had composed an opera for which 
Carey gave the libretto, a statement, which 
Dr. Harington had often heard from the
