Mr. Whitelock, the delegate irom 
Davidson, seems to have struck the 
keynote of the Situation pretty ac­
curately when he said that what was 
needed was not redress for the past, 
but rather a guarantee that satisfac­
tory service can be had in future.

clear the freight thus accumulated. 
Again, as has already been stated 
the C.P.R., Great Northern and the 
Northern Pacific all found much diffi­
culty in keeping their lines open dur­
ing the past winter. Furthermore, 
as it is known, the C.N.R. met with 
unexpected dèlays in securing snow­
plows and other equipment necessary 
for winter service, £o that, taken al­
together, there is à good deal to be 
said in behalf of the difficulties un­
der which the-eompany has labored.

But now, with the coming of warm 
weather, the settlement of the coal 
strike, and the possibility of making 
needed repairs to the road-bed, the 
company will be expected and with 
reason, to give better service from 
now on, as well as to energeticaUy 
bend their efforts toward the secur­
ing of such a condition of their lines 
and such amplitude oi equipment as 
will prevent a repetition of the tie- 
up and paralyzation oi traffic which 
has been such an eye-sore to the pub­
lic at large during the past months.
