But a June bride to be really the 
centre of a picture, such as "ne’er will 
be forgot" should be married out of 
doors.

// ing days, heavy draperies and

erings of linen, or of the inexpensive 
cottons which are so easily made up 
into properly shaped covers..

It is a great mistake, however, to • 
take heavy draperies down and leave 
the windows bare of hangings; wash 
curtains, the Bumpiest of their kind, 
should be substituted, the fresh white 
or clean pale ecru affording a positive 
relief to the eye upon hot, sticky days.
, Be careful in planning them, however, to see that th y will obstruct the air as 
little as possible.

Use as few rules as possible, gettir 
instead, the materials that come trim- 
med in the piece, with great dots or 
wee blossoms flung all over them. I3 
of much more importance to have tie 
kind of curtains which can be done up 
repeatedly without much effort, and so 
are always fresh and dainty, than to 
use kinds which, -consciously, you 
"make do" after they are really soir.a. 
only because they are so troublesome to 
do up.

Take the hook-pins out of each of the 
heavy curtains as you take them down, 
and brush—even beat—them thoroughly 
before folding. Then wrap them up, 
marking every package plainly, and lay 
them away until fall.

Couch covers come already made, as 
do sofa pillow slips, in both linen and 
cotton, each coasting its own peculiar 
advantage—the cotton that it costs so a 
much less; the linen that it wears so 
much better.

Screens, covered with matting or with 
the pretty cretonnes, which make stun- 
ning over-hangings, are a welcome re- 
lief from the dark, rich types more sat- 
istactory for winter use.

Linen (or cotton) floor coverings hide 
carpets from view; or, if you use rugs, 
matting rugs may take the place of the

is only an imitation, but is so cleverly 
done, and withal so Lerviccable, that it 
promises to be quite popular.

We are far removed from the impos- 
sible animals and garish flowers that a 
few years ago brought china paintins 
for amateurs into disrepute.

The new art has departed from bold, 
stunning, glaring designs; instead we 
have delicate, complementary effects, 
where the flowers and fruits in colors 
melt into shadowy backgrounds.

used. The strictly conventionalized 
painting is more or less past.

Nor is drawing of so little importance 
as formerly. Designs from nature are 
all the rage, and the models are not 
strange figments of the imagination, but 
are studies taken in the woods and 
fields, or from real, living fish and game.
