Miss Martha Burmeister opened the 
program with Chopin's Scherzo in C 
sharp and rendered this difficult com­
position in a very creditable manned. 
Her tonch is firm, her technique well 
High perfect ; excellent artistic phras­
ing and fine dynamic expression re 
veal the artistic nature of this gifted 
performer and teacher. The sombre 
Norwegian color and majestic grandeur 
of an impicssive 'Theme with Varia­
tions' by Grieg, her second selection, 
were well depicted in her masterful 
rendition. The enthusiastic applause 
induced her to give an encore, a com­
position of her brother’s, Richard 
Burmeister. This work breathes the 
spirit of the ultra-modern German 
School, is remarkable in construction 
and Bible in sentiment.

Miss Elise D. Merson, who needs 
no introduction to the musical people 
here and who always delights with 
her well-trained, rich contralto voice, 
sang 'Still wie die Nacht' by Bohm 
and "The Songs my Mother Sang’ 
by Grimshaw with sentiment and the 
■Flower Song’ by Gounod with ar­
tistic finish. As an encore she sang a 
familiar Scotch song.

Miss Louise Paulsen, the violin 
teacher, made her debut with the first 
movement of a Sonate in E minor by 
Sjoegren. Like bis confrere Grieg, 
he represents the new Norwegian 
School with its local color. The rhy- i 
thms are interesting and a noble spirit 
pervades the whole, 
has a firm, graceful bowing, a full, 
round tone of crystalline parity, and 
shows thoroughness and character in 
her playing. Especially pleasing 
the ‘Adagio’ by Ries and ‘Serenade’ 
by Pierne.

Mr. Riogwald in his delightful ren­
dering of Chopin’s Polonaise op. 53 
received a well earned recall, to which 
he responded with Valse de Concert 
by Wieniawski.

In the Rhapsodic Hodgroise No. 14, 
be revealed a delicacy of touch as well 
as strength, fine musical feeling, fin­
ished technique which assured h«s 
place as one of the best pianists a 
Wolfville audience has heard.

Misa Goodspeed in the ‘Falcon* by 
Tennyson achieved a distinct success. 
Her conception of the characters 
noble and the interpretation most ar­
tistic. In the lighter selections, 
‘Scaret o' Dyin’ and 'Hanging a 
Picture’ she was most happy.

Miss Portia Starr filled the role of 
accompanist in a most satisfactory 
manner.
