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The Chatham Meeting!.
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Dissolution of Parliament.
A day or two aye we received a

telegram to the effect that the Cana­
dian Parliament had been dissolved, 
and that the writs for the elections 
about to he held were made returnable 
dn tlie 21st of February, with the ex- 
ocpllon of the electoral districts In 
British Columbia and Manitoba, and 
Chiooutiini, Saguenay, and Gaspe, In 
Quebec, all of which writs are re­
turnable on the 12th March. The 
dissolution of Parliament, though uot 
altogether unexpected has yet taken 
place at a much earlier period than 
was antlclpaicd. It was generally 
thought,, and with good grounds, too, 
that the Parliament would fleet meet, 
when the lately formed Government 
Ifould have an opportunity to an- 
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hich affect the interests of the 
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tempt This sheet, die organ of the Antx-
progresMonfatts, is down on the Trustees of 
the Middle District, because they did not 
call tho annuel meeting. These men will 
no doubt be able to give their reasons for so 
doing, and will probably survive the attack 
made upon them. There ie one thing cer­
tain, free school men never did get a fair 
hearing in the meetings haw In Chatham, the 
majority present being against free schools, 
who by their noisy clamour endeavored to 
silence those who believe in dispelling igno­
rance, and diffusing wide spread good edu­
cation. The truth must be told, though it 
may be unpalatable ; and viewing the past, 
though we do not uphold the action of the 
Trustees, we are certainly not very much 
surprised thereat.

With reference to the Upper and Lower 
Dietrichs of Chatham, our contemporary 
says that the Inspector was requested by a 
lawful number of the ratepayers to call meet­
ings and refused to do so. What constitutes 
the ** lawful number,” The Common School 
Act Manual says, In section 56, that «pedal 
meetings moy be called upon the requisition 
of a majority of the ratepayers in the Dis­
trict. This point being settled, we now ask 
the Gleaner where it obtained the informa­
tion that a majority of the ratepayers had 
petitioned for the meeting. We tell the 
writer his statement is false in the extreme. 
We have seen both the requisitions. The 
one from the lower district contains the 
names of seven persons, that of M. A. 
Tracy being among the number, so he need 
not plead ignorance concerning that requi­
sition ; the one from the upper district 
contains NINE names. In the name of all 
that’s good, ie this the •' lawful number." 
And yet our contemporary, knowing the 
facts, would descend to such a paltry false­
hood to make good .1 rotten argument. It's 
an old trick, however, and one he’s well 
fitted to perform. One of these requisitions 
was written on the 31st December, was 
mailed on the 2nd January, (as per the 
post mark) was addressed to A. it. Ramsay, 
and never reached C. 8. Ramsay, the Ins­
pector, until Monday last, the 6th inst. 
We might say, however, for the informa­
tion of our contemporary, who appears to 
be wofully ignorant on school matters, that 
when in default of Trustees being appointed, 
the Inspector calls a meeting, he can deter­
mine the time and place of such meeting.— 
He is not compelled to call it on the second 
Thursday in January. See section 49 of 
Manual. We make these statements merely 
to put our contemporary on the right track, 
for wc cannot stand quietly bv while he 
flounders about in so disreputable a man­
ner.

PAYERS OF BATHURST.

We Rare now, lu full operation, a 
High School lhat Ie a credit to the 
County, with an attendance or nearly 
80 scholars and under the manage­
ment of thoroughly competent teach­
ers, a« was shown by the recent ex­
amination just before the Christmas 
holidays. In the two departments bf 
this School tbe children of rich and 
poor sit side by side, op a perfect 
equality, whether they inky be Catho­
lic or Protestant. As yet the Trus­
tees of the District have not need the 
power they possess to obtain from 
Goverumontaeompnlaory assessment, 
evidently intending to afford us an 
opportunity ol nesessing ooreclvee St 
tlie animal meeting. Hitherto wo 
bave refused to do so, and to avail 
ourselves of any advantages the 
School Law may hare; but Irespect- 
iiiily aek, ll tlie time bat not at 
luigth come, when however much 
we may dislike the law, wo ought to 
use it foi own advantage while lu 
force.

We have been paying into the 
Treasury the tax levied by tbe County 
and the money uontribulcd by ue kal 
gone to tlie schools In other districts. 
In New Bandon the Trustees have on 
hand about 8800 received from the 
County Fund over aud above all ex­
penses; Clifton lias been materially 
aided in the erection of one of the 
finest school houses in tbe Comity, by 
money received from the same source; 
Salmon Beach has a surplus of $100; 
Dunlop, Youghal, Bathurst Village 
and other Districts have, each of them, 
received from this fund, com nosed in 
part of our taxes, largo amounts 
above expenditure—while wc have 
been not only depriving onr children 
of an edneation, but have also been 
aiding other districts to give it to 
theirs and to put ont at Interest largo 
same ol money for future nee. What 
district in almost the whole County 
has not reaped great advantages at 
our cost! It may be all very well fqr. 
persons ifho can send their 'children 
to Fredericton or olher places to be 
educated, to prolong a hopeless op-i 
position that they are raising for their 
own ends; bat wo cannot afiord either 
to waste onr money In pnyiug taxes 
lor which we receive no tetnrii, or to 
allow our children to grow up in 
ignorance only to be servants to those 
of whom, if they were educated, they

In England. The telegraph wires 
were prostrated In all directions, but 
the lines that are now working bring 
news that the storm extended all over 
the north of England and far iuto 
Scotland.

Disaster on the Eastern Railroad.
A sad disaster occurred on the 

Eastern Railroad, near Kcnncbnnk- 
porton the night of the 19th inst., by 
the oollision of two freight trains.
