Ottawa, Feb. 6—-Borden’s resolution 
regarding the investigation bill intro­
duced by the minister of finance to 
inquire into the conditions of labor 
in Canada was up today, but the de­
bate was tame.

McDonnell, Conservative, of To­
ronto, cited tile example of the Royal 
Commission which sat, four years and ] 
cost $80,000 as an argument for the 
appointment of a permanent commit­
tee to do the work which would other­
wise have to be turned over to Royal 
Commissioners.

George E. Foster said that in the 
United States legislation was doing 
less for the settlement of labor 
troubles than the National Civic Fed­
eration.

Toronto, Feb. 6—The annual meet­

ing of the Tofonto Street Railway 
company, was held tonight. The fin­
ancial report showed the following 
gross earnings: $3,106,739.61, operat­
ing expenses $1,616,515.21, net sur- 
plus $1,463,224.34, passengers carried 
76,100,932, total payments to city 
$467,365.44. The directors were all 
re-elected and- they re-elected Wm.

WINNIPEG BOARD MEN DISCUSS 
CAR SHORTAGE 

Winnipeg, Feb. 6—The chief topic 
under discussion at the board of 
trade meeting yesterday afternoon was 
the present tie-up and lack of rolling 
stock on .th railways which has caus­
ed great losses to the wholesale and 
retail dealers and suffering to the 
people over the entire west, Mayor 
Ashdown Spoke at length on the sub­
ject and claimed that the present con­
dition was but the outcome of the 
neglect of years. The railroads at 
the present moment were really doing 
everything possible, but there was no 
prospect that another year would not 
see a recurrence of the conditions. 
The railway commission, he said, 
tcok up the, matter with the authori­
ties at Ottawa on Tuesday, bu so far 
the board of trade have received no 
word of the result of the conference.
. Before the meeting adjoumd a mo­
tion was passed that the Federal 
Government be asked to investigate 
thoroughly the railways conditions of 
the west, and to take steps which will 
effectually prevent a similar situation 
at any future time. A committee of 
seven was appointed to meet with 
similar committees from the Jobbers’ 1 
union and the city council to take 
further action along the same lines. 
The members of the committee are 
Wm. G4orge$on, H. Miller, A. L. ; 
Johnston, Andrew Strang, H. W. 
Hutchinson, C. R. Crowe and T. D. 
Robinson.

VISCOUNT GOSCHEN DEAD.

The amount under contract tor the 
various companies is as follows: Cana­
dian Pacific. 1.400 miles ; Canadian Nor­
thern, 1,100 mllîe; Grand Trunk pa­
cific, 1,900 miles, and Great Northern, 
b.tter known as the Hill system 1,180 
miles. Th? last of thesi roads are vir­
tually engaged in a remarkab.c race 
In construction, each endeavoring to be 
first to connect Winnipeg and the Pa­
cific coast with the eicel band.
' Another point toward which all four 
roads are turning is Fort Churchill, 
on Hudson's Bay, which will, In the 
near future, have the largest grain el­
evators in th? world, and will be pos­
sibly the largest shipping point in Can­
ada. The great advantage of the Hud­
son’s Bay route over the present route 
by Fort William Is that the farmer 
route is nearly a thousand miles short­
er, and the grain will only be handled 
once.

For a number of years the C. P. R. 
has devoted a great deal of labor and 
expense to straightening tho prairie 
section of the road, and reducing the 
grades. This work was mad? compul­
sory by the competition which has been 
brought about by tho building of th?
C. N. R. Another work of th? C. P. R. 
which the growth of the west has de­
manded is a double track from Win­
nipeg to Fort William. Already a 
hundred miles of this double track la 
In commission, and by the end of a 
year there will be a double track much 
straighter than the old one, and with 
lighter grades over wheat th? wheat 
wilt be rushed to the lake ports. It 
has been suggested by th? C. P. R. 
officials that there will be a double 
track from Winnipeg as far west as 
Brandon in the near future, but; further 
west than that there are so many 
different branches of this line that it 
will never be a profitable work to dou­
ble track the whole prairie section.
The C. P. R. Kks a line under construcr 
tlon from Saskatoon to Wetasklwin, on 
the Calgary-Edmonton line, to La- 
combe, on the same line.

The Canadian North rn, which Is row _ 
running à regular schedule of freight ; Toronto " 
and passenger trains from Edmonton1 
to Winnipeg has also stupendous 
building operations under way. They 
have taken over the C. P. R. line 
from Regina to Prince Albert this 
month, ahi have now, under course of 
construction, a line from Prince Al­
bert to the Pas Mies "on, which is (he 
first effort towards the Hudson’s Bay- 
route. West and north from Edmon­
ton the C. N. R. is making its way .and 
already a petition has been laid before 
the Government of Otiawa to allow 
them to c-o»s th? meunlalns at fhe Y(l- 
lowhead Pass, whord the G. T. P. wiV 
also cross. There wiV be a race to the 
Pacific coast between these two roads.

The Grand Trunk Pacific, Canada’s 
only national railway has ihe line from 
Winnipeg to Edmonton n'a-ly all grad­
ed andi Is laying the steel as fast1 as 
possible. They have been greatly im­
peded in their bridge construction by 
the lack of timber from the British 
Columbia miVs, and" there has a’so 
been some delay in The supply of rails.
The G. T. P. line from Winnipeg "to 
Fort William is all under construction 
and the steel Is being laid so that it 
looks as though the company will 
make good its word of having its li-e 
to the lakes ready to handle at least 
a oart of the wh?-* cron o' 1907.

The last, but far from th? least, of 
the great railway corporations which 
is entering the Canadian wheatfields is 
the great Hill system. Already < hie oc­
topus has el?ven lines to the Cana­
dian border, of which’ six of th?mhav$ 
crossed over.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS 
Any even numbered section of. Do­

minion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
Vvcst Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not 
reserved, may hehomesteaded by any 
person, the sole head of a family ; of 
male over 18 years of age to the ex­
tent of one quarter section, of t63 acres, 
more or less.

Application for homestead entry or in­
spection must be made in" person by 
tbe applicant at the office of the local 
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub-Agent’s 
of.lce may be wired to the local Agent 
by the Sub-Agent, at tbe expense of 
the applicant, and if the land applied 
such application is to have priority and 
the land will be held until the neces- 
(.ary papers to complete the transaction 
>re received by mail.
