These 'recommendations. will be pre-
sentad to the Dominion gavernment at
Ottawa as soon as possible, two:dele-
gates from ecach of the prairie prov-
inces being appointed to.place them
before the Federal house. The Bulle-
tin is today in a position. to publish
a report of the secret deliberations of
this conference.

The consideration of the report of
the royal grain commission was held
on Friday, Saturday and Monday,Feb.
14, 15 and 17, from which conference
the presg was excluded, The person-
nell of the conference .consisted of D.
W. McQuaig, president; R. G. Hend-
ers, vice-president; R. McKenzie, sec-
retary, and John Kennedy, delegates
from: the' Manitoba Grain Growers’ as-
sociation; E. N. Hopkins, president;
F. W. Green and W. A. Partridge,
members of the éxecutive of the Sas-
katechewan Grain Growers’. associa-
tion; and Joshua Fletcher, president;
T. H. Woeliord, vige-president; and
W.. T. Stevens, secretary-of the Al-
berta Farmers’: association. E. N.
Hopkins -was< elected: ehairman and
M.. D.. Geddes, secretary of the con-
ference. - A number of -the directors
of -the Saskatchewan Grain Growers’
aseociatioy who had been present at
the annual convention of that asaoci-
ation in Saskatoon, which had just
closed, were invited to attend the con-
ference.
