The Post Office Robbery.

The case of Samuel McLean, accnsed
of robbing Her Majesty’s mails, will
come up before the Police Magistrate
this (Saturday) afternoon at three
o'clock.

It
seems that Mr. Sweetnam, the Post
Office Inspector, sent two decoy letters,
and when he learned that the one for
Ponsonby was missing, he'proceeded to
Elora, and sent instructions for the
Guelph Chief Constable to go there also.
