
Property for Salej||
Guelph Township Council.

This Council met on the 11th inst. for 
general business, and as a Court of Re­
vision, pursuant to adjournment, James 
Laidlaw, Esq., Reeve, in the chair. Pre­
sent—Messrs. Benham, Darby, Hawes 
and Sweetnam. The minutes of thç last 
meeting were read and confirmed. Mr. 
John H. Reist requested th<? Council to 
open the original allowance for road ly­
ing between lots 3 and 4 in the 5th con.1, 
div. B., as a portion of the ro<*d now 
travelled is an encroachment on his 
land.—Referred to R. and B. C. Moved 
by Mr. Sweetnam, seconded by Mr. Ben- 
ham, that William Hood be appointed 
overseer of highways in place of John 
Pipe, who declines to act ; and that Wm. 
Watson be appointed overseer, on the 
l;ne of road between lots F and'E and 
lots I A B C and D, in division F. The 
Clerk was instructed to notify them of 
their appointments. Mr. Sweetnam, in 
accordance with notice given at last 
meeting, introduced By-law No. 76, 
to set apart for educational purposes 
certain surplus moneys belonging to the 
Corporation. The By-law was passed 
after going through the required number 
of readings. The Clerk was instructed 
to procure, for the use of members of 
Council and Inspectors, a dozen copies 
of the Tavern and Shop License Act

ftassed last session of the Ontario Legis- 
ature. The Council then proceeded to 

fill up the pathmastefa’ schedules, with 
the appropriation of. statute labor jbo be 
performed on each road division ; on 
completing the distribution of statute 
labor, the Clerk was instructed to for­
ward the schedules by post to the several 
pathmasters. On motion, the Council 
was resolved into a Court of Revision. 
Application was made on behalf of Jas. 
Pickard, to be returned on the assess­
ment roll for lot No. 1 in the 6th con. 
of division D, as he has purchased said 
lot from Robt. Robinson. The alteration 
was made, with R. Robinson’s name re­
maining on the Toll for the personal pro­
perty. Mr. John Hawes applied to have 
part of lot 18, in the 1st con. of div. B, 
entered on the roll with his amount of 
assessment, as he has purchased said 
property from Thos.. Jackson since the 
assessment roll was returned.—Granted. 

i The Court then adjourned till next 
meeting of Council. On the Council re­
suming, it was moved and seconded to 
adjourn until Monday, the 8th day of 
June, then to meet for general business 
and Court of Revision.

Assessment—a Nice^PoInt.
The Lindsay Post says : A nice point 

has arisen under the new assessment law, 
toTwhich we direct the attention of mu­
nicipal authorities. The assessors arc 
required by section 8 to begin their roll 
not later than Feb. 15th, to complete 
them by April.SOth, and hand them to 
the clerk on the 1st of May. Then four­
teen days are allowed for notices of ap­
peals ; and ten days after the expiry of 
that time the Court of Revision is to be 
held, as duly announced by advertise­
ment. The new act having been pub­
lished in extense in the Ontario Gazette 
and in the daily papers, (which is suffi­
cient notice,) governs procedure this 
year ; and all townships who acted upon 
the dates fixed in the old act, and which 
have been changed in the new one, will 
have held their Courts of Revision ille­
gally, unless it should happen that 
twenty-four days elapse between the re­
turn of the roll and the holding of the 
court ; probably all courts held or to be 
held before the 25th of May are illegal ; 
and such tewnships should advertise 
their courts again for the proper time.

Post Office Letter Opening in Mon­
treal.—At the Post office investigation- 
on Thursday, E. 8. Freer, Postmaster, 
was examined. He said that daring the 
Fenian raids of I860 Sir. George E. 
Cartier called on him, and said that the 
exigencies of the times required that 
correspondence passing through the Post 
office between suspected, parties should 
be opened and examined. Witness asked 
Sir George to procure a written order for 
opening the correspondence, but hé an­
swered that it was better not to have any 
written instructions, as in the event of 
questions being afterwards asked in Par­
liament, and correspondence called for 
all such enquiries would bo stopped by 
saying that tiiero was nobuchcorrespond­
ence, but witness thought ho gave him 
some private authority in writing. At 
that time Sir George Cartier stated that 
Sir John Macdonald was opposed to the 
opering of any letters ; but he said- that 
he would make it all right with Sir John 
Macdonald. Sir George Cartier after­
wards said that Sir John Macdonald 
acknowledged that the opening of the 
letters was justifiable under the circum­
stances. Witness did not remember any 
of the names on the letters which were 
opened. He thought' there might have 
been txap or three dozen letters opened 
altogether, and extracts were made from 
some of them and furnished to Sir G. E. 
Cartier. The way the letters were opened 
was by moistening with water the whole 
of the back and waiting until the gummy 
part was saturated, when they opened 
quite easily. They were afterwards re- 
sealed with a little gum.

Transportation Company.—In the Do­
minion Parliament on Wednesday night 
the bill to incorporate the International 
Transportation Company with a capital 
of 85,000,000 vas read"the third time. 
This company propose, with its capital 
and commercial influence in the Western 
States, to utilize the St. Lawrence and 
! s inland seas. The association is to 
vstablisb regular lines of propellers be­
tween Montreal and all the important 
lake cities, and o: ganize a through line 
of freight cars between Montreal, Cin- 
cinati, Louisville and St. Louis, Ac., and 
from Montreal to the seaboard cities of 
New England and the Maritime Pro­
vinces, thus inaugurating in connection 
with the rognlar lino of steamships a 
system ol cheap freights fiom the inte­
rior to Europe, thus making cotton and 
tobacco stored on the Ohio or at St. Louis 
subservient to Montreal as it now is to 
New York or Baltimore.

How They no Things in Scotland.— 
“The expenses incurred by the several 
candidates at the election in Glasgow 
will bo found iu our advertising columns. 
The cost of the election to the seven 
candidates was £ 14,010 17s 8d, and of 
this sum the official expenses absorbed 
£2 482 14s (id ; agents and clerks, 
£2,886 13s 6d. ' The expenses of Messrs, 
wiiitelaw and Hunter were £7,829 5s Sd 
and close one-half this sum (£3,433 Is ) 
was expended in publishing, printing, 
newspapers and bill posting. Messrs. 
Crum & Bolton rank next with £3,853 
14s 3d and fully a third of this spin 
was spent in advertising, &o. Dr. Ca­
meron’s expenses amounted to £1,283 
14s 2d, and of this about £500 was ex­
pended in advertising* (including full 
cost of advertisements in this paper) 
printing and bill posting. Mr. Francis 
Kerr, the Roman Catholic candidate, 
was defeated at the moderate cost of 
£510 18s. 2d. Mr. George Anderson’s 
expenses were of course much less than 
my of the successful candidates, viz., 
£733 5s 5d.’’-Glasgow Mail.\
