Washington, Aug. 8.—Dr. Talmage, 
referring to recent reports as to the 
severance of his present pastoral rela 
tions, has authorized the following 
statement:

“I have denounced the infamous 
falsehood concerning my dissatisfaction 
with n.y Washington church, and the 
statement that I had determined not to 
return there. Relations between that 
congregation and myself are perfectly 
•happy, and the church has met all its 
obligations to me. I will be in my reg­
ular pulpit second Sabbath in Septem­
ber.”

Dr. Talmage’s text it, Isaiah, lx., 6: 
“His name shall be called wonderful.”

The prophet lived in a dark time. For 
some three thousand years the world 
had been getting worse. Kingdoms had 
arisen and perished. As the captain 
of a vessel in distress sees relief coming 
across the water, so the prophet, amid 
the stormy times in which he lived, 
put the telescope of phophecy to his 
eye, and saw, seven hundred and fifty 
years ahead, one Jesus, advancing to 
the rescue. I want to show that when 
Isaiah called Christ the Wonderful, he 
spoke wisely.

I think that you are all Interested in 
the story of Christ. You feel that he is 
the only one who can help you. You 
have unbounded admiration for the 
ommander who helped his passengers 

ashore while he h-lmself perished, but 
have you no admiration for him who 
rescued our souls, himself falling1 back 
Into the waters from which he had 
saved us?

Christ was wonderful in the magnet­
ism of his person. After the battle at 
Antietam, when a general rode along 
the lines, although the soldiers were 
lying down exhausted, they rose with 
enthusiasm and huzzahed. As Napol­
eon returned from his captivity, his 
first step on the wharf shook all ths 

I kingdoms, and 250,000 men joined1 his 
standard. It took 3,000 troops to watch 
him in his exile. So. there have been 
men of wonderful magnetism of per­
son. But hear me while I tell you of a 
poor young man who came up from 
Nazareth to produce a thrill such as 
has never been excited by any other. 
Here was a man who had fought no 
battles, who had brandished no sword. 
He is not titled man of the schools, for 
he never went to school. Yet no sooner 
does he set tois foot in the towns or 
cities of Judea than everything is in 
commotion. The people go out on a 
picnic, taking only food enough for the 
day, yet are so fascinated with Christ 
that, at the risk of starvation, they 
follow him out into the \yjlderness. A 
nobleman falls down flat before him, j 
and says: “My daughter is dead.” A 
beggar tries to rub the dimness from 
his- eyes, and says: “Lord, that my 
eyes may be opened.” A poor, sick, 
panting woman, p>css!ng through the 
crowd says: “I must touch the hem 
of his garment.” Children, who love 
their mother better than anyone else, 
struggle to get into his arms, and to 
kiss his cheek, and to run their fingers 
through his hair, and for all time put

will love thee with an everlasting 
love,” and you respond, “My beloved 
is mine, and I am his." I put your 
hand in his: henceforth be one. No 
trouble shall part you—no time cool 
your love. Side by side on earth— 
side by side in heaven! Now let the 
blossoms of heavenly gardens fill the 
house w ith their redolence, and all the 
organs of God peal forth the wedding 
march of eternity. Hark! “The voice 
of my beloved! Behold, he cometh 
leaping upon the mountains, skipping 
upon the hills.”

Suppose you 
that the sunburned fishermen, with the 
fish-scales upon their hands, were , 
listless when ne spoke of the kingdom 
of heaven as a net? We spend three j 
years in college studying ancient 
mythology, and three years in the ; 
theological seminary learning how to 
make a sermon, and then we go out 
to save the world; and if we cannot 
do it according to Claude’s “Sermon­
izing,” or Blair’s “Rhetoric,” or 
Karnes' "Criticism,” we will let the 
world go to perdition. If we save 
nothing else, we will save Claude and 
Blair. We see a wreck in sight. We 
must go out and save the crew and 
passengers. We wait until we get on 
our tine ,cap and coat, and find cur 
shining oars, and then we push out 
methodically and scientifically; while 
some plain shoresman, in» rough fish­
ing-smack, and with broken oarlock, 
goes out and gets the crew and passen­
gers, and brings them ashore in safe­
ty. We throw down our delicate oars 
and say, “What a ridiculous thing to 
save men in that way! You ought to 
have done it scientifically and beauti­
fully.” “Ah!” says the shoresman, j 
“if those sufferers had waited until you 
got out your fine boat,they would have 
gone to the bottom.”

Christ, in his preaching, was plain, 
earnest and wonderfully sympathetic.
We cannot dragoon men into heaven.
We cannot drive them in with the butt 
end of a catechism. We waste our 
time in trying to catch flies with acids 
instead of the sweet honeycomb of the 
gospel.
