Lieut.-Col. Evanturel, Quebec ; Lieut.-- 
Col. Drury, Kingston. The entire list 
Is selected from Conservatives, and 
the minister of mHitia, it is said, has 
declined to be responsible for It be­
cause he is of the opinion that in fill­
ing honorary .positions of this kind both 
parties should toe represented. The 
only Liberal on the list of A. D. C.s is 
Col. Gibson, who, as president of the 
Dominion Rifle Association, could not 
very well be passed over.

Gregory, who is in command of the 
Pacific coast, succeeding Lieut.-Col. 
Prior, is well known to be a Liberal, 
and Lieut.-Col. Peters 4s equally well 
known to be a Conservative. Lieut.- 
Col. Gregory has been passed over and 
Col. Peters selected. Liberal politicians 
recommended the former and Conserva­
tives the latter, and the former will 
now say that Gregory has been cast 
aside because of his politics.
