The Secretary next read a letter from 
Mr. W. J. Patterson, announcing that 
the seventh annual meeting of the 
Dominion Board of Trade would 
be held at Ottawa, beginning on Tues- 
day, 16th January next. The circular 
gave instructions in reference to the subwis- 
sion of questions t the Council, and os to 
the subjects likely to come up. The Secre- 
tary added their membership was now euffi- 
ciently large to enable them to send three

APPOINTMENT or DKLEOATRS.
The President, Vice-President, and Secre- 

tary,were elected delegates to the Dominion 
Board of Trade.

THR TRANSPORTATION QUESTION.
The President referred to the Transporta 

tion Question. It was one great barrier to 
the trade with the Old Country that freights 
were s > much higher from London to Bri- 
tain than from Britain to this city. Freights 
from here were now about 351 per ton; but 
before they e- ‘d ship proStsbly they re 
quired to have it reduced to 25s. He had 
orders for the Old Country to fulfil himself, 
but was unable to fulfil them, owing to the 
lirge freight.

Mr. Thompson said it was a matter en- 
tirely of supply and demand. Vessels could 
always get plenty of freight to take to 
Britain; but they brought goods here at 
low treighte, very cheap, because the freights 
were scarce.

The President suggested that it would be 
better to send by weight instead of by 
me asurement.

Mr. J. Beattio un derstood hesvy goods 
mene by weight, and light good* by measure-

The subject dropped.
FOREIGN TRADE.

The President said the next question was 
the matter of trade relations with the West 
Indies and South America. They had al- 
ready heard the Secretary on this subject.

Mr. Thompson remarked that, to his 
mind, the great difficulty was the great in- 
land distance between here and Halifax.

Mr. John Beattie said it appeared to 
him, from the remarks of the Secretary, 
that almost the only article they could get 
in exchange from the West Indies was raw 
sugar. Now, it was a matter for the Gov- 
ernment to take up, seeing they had shut 
down the only manufactcr.ee we had in the 
country.

Mr. Thompson Is there no other goods 
v 2 could get than raw sugar ’

Mr. Churcher read a list of miscellaneous 
articles ehipped to the United States from 
the West Indies. He thought if they could 
send goods from here to Australia surely 
they could eend to South America and the 
We st Indies. Australia wished to manufac- 
ture, and would do so sooner or later. But 
the latter countries were not manufacturing 
countries, and would never be.

Mr. Rowland thought the markets in 
S uth America were so varied that it would 
be difficult to get at them.

Hon. Mr. Carling thought they should 
first get the rate of freight, and the prices 
to be obtained at the various trading points 
in the countries named, before they reoom 
mended to ship That would be important 
intell gence for the community at large.

Mr. Thompson quoted from the fiscal re- 
turns of the Dominion for the year 1874, to 
show that thia trade with the Wet Indies 
a ad South America was not new. They 
had shipped cheese, pork, &c, to a con- 
siderable extent in the year named.

Mr. Churcher stated that two manufac- 
turers in Montreal were at present busy on 
large contracta of boots and shoes, to be 
shipped to London, England, and thence to 
be sent to Australia. Wby ahould not Cana 
dian manufacturers try to make this trade 
direct ? Then, in legsrl to the wheat trafe, 
they should be able to compete with the 
I nited States.

VRKE TRADE vs. PROTECTION.
The Board next took up the question 

whether it would be beneficial to the aity to 
give a lectare on Free Trade and Protection.

After remarks by Messrs. Churcher, Row. 
land, Thompson, the President and Mr. 
Long, the Dame of Mr. Thos. White, jan, 
of the Montreal Gazette, was proposed.

It was agreed, on the motion of Mr. Long, 
seconded by Mr. Masuret, that the Board 
approve of the proposal t have some eni- 
nent lecturer on the subject of Protection 
and Free Trade as they affect Canads; and 
that Mersru. Carling, Birrell, and the Sec- 
retary be a committee to make arrangements 
for thelecture, before the meeting of the 
Dominion Board of Trade.

THE WEIGHTS AND MEASURES ACT.
Mr. R. Pritchard introduced the subje t 

of the Weights and Measures Act, and 
stated that it was being worked in a me st 
objectionable manner. He did not believe 
11 was the intention of the < iovernment, 
when the Act was passed, to have it so bur- 
dentome on the people. It was a matter 
which he thought the Board should bring 
order the notice of the Dominion Board of 
Trade. The Act, as at present worked, w as 
injurious to trade, and, whilst he did not 
object to its working, the scale of charges 
should be much reduced.

Hon. Mr. Carling said Mr. Pritchard de- 
served the thanks of the meeting for bring- 
ing the matter up, and he trusted the dele- 
gates to the 1 ominion Board of Trade would 
represent the present unsatisfactory work- 
ing of the Act in its proper light.

After similar remarks from Messrs. 
Thompecn, Gcorge Pritchard and Long, tho 
fallowing Committee was appointed to re­
port on the working of the Act to the next 
meeting of the Board :- Messrs. Rowland, 
Alley, Long, Pearce, Thos Besttie, Maruret, 
R. Pritchard, W. McDonough and George 
Pricobard.

The Board then adjourned.

This is an action to compel the C. S. R. t 

erect a station on the grounds of plaintiff at 
Bismarck, in the porition stated by him 
when he granted the grounds. For the 
plaintiff the contention was that when Mr 
Finnie, Chief Engineer for the construction 
of the Canada Southern Railway, obtained 
the ground from plaintiff, he agreed
to build the depot at a point
directly opposite plain iff’s store. This had 
not been done, the station buildings being 
erected at a point near Graham’s Road. Ln 
defence, it was alleged that all Mr. Finnie 
had a right to do, or that the directors au 
thorizei, was to select and approve of the 
station grounds; and that the general prin- 
ciple pursued was to build the depots on the 
grounds at a point most euitable to the 
convenience of the public.
