ASSOCIATED GOD WITH IT.
Wherein Jehosaphat Set Lesson for 

Modern National Leaders.
Rev. D. S. Hamilton, of the First 

Congregational Church, yesterday re­
sumed his pastoral duties after enjoy- 
ing his holidays. In the morning Mil 
Hamilton preached from II. Chronicles 
20, 3 and 4:—"And Jehoshaphat feared 
and set himself to seek the Lord, and 
proclaimed a fast throughout al! Judah. 
And Judah gathered themselves to­
gether, to ask help of the Lord; even 
out of all the cities of Judah th y 
came to seek the Lord."

In dealing with the text, the three 
thoughts dwelt upon by Mr. Hamil­
ton were the importance of wise lead- 
ership, the necessity of unity among 
the people, and the importance of re- 
cognizing the presence and power of 
God. Jehoshaphat showed his wisdom 
as a leader by profiting by former mis­
takes. He had formed a disastrous al­
liance with Ahab, and he sought help 
at the hands of the Lord. He visited 
the people in order to win them back 
to the God of their fathers. He ap­
pointed God-fearing men to office, and 
he exhorted them to courage and good­
ness. He sought to realize the religi­
ous ideal in national life.

"Doubtless," said Mr. Hamilton, "the 
lobbyists and wirepullers of that age 
were afraid to approach Jehoshaph it 
when they discovered what his policy 
was. Away back at that early period 
of the world's history, it was remark­
able that a national leader should pre­
sent such a standard of public admin­
istration. When in our time we came 
so far short of realizing this ideal. In 
the course he pursued he associated 
Ciod with the national cause, and in 
this pursued a similar policy to other 
leaders of Israel, such as Deborah and 
Gideon."

ELOQUENT DIVINES HERE.
Rev. Mr. Sheers, of England, and Rev. 

Dr. Johnston, of Baltimore, in 
City Pulpit.

The congregation of the First Metho­
dist Church were fortunate yesterday 
in hearing able and instructive sermons 
front two eminent preachers from a 
distance, one being from England, and 
the other from the United States.

In the morning, Rev. Mr. Sheers, of 
the British Wesleyan Conference, 
preach'd to a large congregation from 
the words of II. Corinthians 5, 16:— 
“Wherefore, henceforth know we no 
man after the flesh: yea, though we 
have known Christ after the flesh, yet 
now henceforth know we Him no 
more.” Rev. Mr. Sheers, in the course 
of his address stated that a conven­
tional knowledge of Christ was not 
sufficient. The early Christians made 
too much of their coming in contact 
with our Saviour in the flesh; of sea- 
ing Him and touching Him, but not 
having Him in spirit. St. Paul had 
been privileged to see Christ in the 
flesh, but he also knew Him in a spirit­
ual sense, and imparted this knowl­
edge to others. Men became converted 
by 'the spirit of our Lord, and all true 
Christians were imbued with this 
spirit.

SIXTY YEARS AGO
St. Andrew's Presbyterian Church 

Was Organized.
Next Sunday will be the sixtieth an­

niversary of St. Andrew's Presbyter- 
ian Church, and it so happens that the 
same day will be the occasion of the 
quarterly sacrament. On the first Sun­
day in September, 1843, the first church 
edifice for the use of the congregation 
was formally dedicated lo public wor­
ship. The pastor, Rev. Dr. Johnston, 
in referring to the matter yesterday 
morning, stated that for several years 
prior to the date named, the people 
who formed the nucleus of what is 
one of the largest congregations in the 
Province, worshipped in each other s 
homes.

Met Many Former Londoners 
While Away.

Mr. William Owen's interpretation 
of the character of Quentin Durward, 
in "When Louis XI. was King." as 
seen on two occasions at the Grand 
Opera House here Saturday, adds 
strength lo his dramatic license lo 
"star." His work in the new role is 
an improvement upon his "Charies 
Sui lace" in "The School for Scandal." 
It is doubtful, though, if Mr. Owen 
after all would not win greater favor 
were he content not to endeavor to 
carry so great burden upon his own 
shoulders. broad though they be. 
Physically. Mr. Owen fits the part of 
the bonnie Scot very nicely, and his 
musical voice is pleasant to heir. 
But he lacks force on important oc- 
casions. This is painfully apparent 
in the third act, where he attempts 
to depict the struggle on the battle- 
meats without the palace of Liege 
with the fearful La Marek. To the 
comedy in the first act. in his unsus­
pected meeting as a raw Scotch exile 
with the King of France, Mr. Owen 
does his best justice. The last act. 
presented in the audience chamber 
of the Duke of Burgundy, falls very 
flat, and is a distinct disappointment. 
There is too much dialogue; too little 
action. It would be a profitable move 
for Manager Sheehy to have this act 
re-written and re-arranged.

The support given Mr. Owen was 
fair. Mr. J. W. McConnell, who has 
been with Mr. Owen for several years, 
took the dual role of King Louis and 
Bishop of Liege. He is a better priest 
than monarch, his conception of king- 
ly dignity being notably deficient. 
Jeannette Lewis, who claims Julia 
Arthur as a sister, appeared as Isa- 
belle. Countess of Croye. The part 
is exacting in the prologue, and 
it was here that Miss Lewis work 
was most enjoyed. The audiences, 
matinee and evening, were gratifying, 
and seemed to be satisfied.

One of the petitioners stated that 
many of the residents in that vicinity 
would sell their property if they could 
if the establishment complained of 
was not removed. Many evenings it 
was claimed that the people had to 
close their doors and windows owing 
to the stench that came from the 
rag shop. Medical Health ( fficer Dr. 
Hutchinson said that there was no 
doubt but wh it the shop was a detri­
ment to the people, but the owner 
had promised that lie would store no 
bones there, and this promise had 
been kept. "I would not go so far as 
to say that the place was a menace 
to public health," said Dr. Hutchin- 
son.

Mayor Beck said that extreme ac­
tion should be taken if the place was 
found to be a menace to public 
health, and that the Council should be 
recommended to take what action was 
possible to remove such establishment 
outside the city limits.
