In doing so judiciously, 
they would benefit themselves qflite as 
much as the public, for in time, they 
would come to be regarded as educators, 
while now ‘they are known only as deal­
ers in pleasant noise.

We have many musical temperaments 
that only await the opportunity for de­
velopment, and our Nation is able to pay 
for the best instructors. What grander 
things too, than our mountains, can­
yons, caves, forests and rivers could be 
found on earth to inspire composers? 
Is it not sad that music should be at so 
low an ebb in a country so richly en­
dowed by nature, and where. In almost 
all other fields, men have attained the 
greatest results? The blame for this 
deplorable condition of our music lies 
with those musicians—and their name is 
legion—who busy themselves exclusive­
ly with money-making, to the detri­
ment of the art-life of t heiF country.
