ADVANCE ALONG
ENTIRE RUSSIAN LINE

Japanese Unexpectedly Make
an Advance in Forcé Near
tLioyang.

Kantzertun (seven.miles southeast of
Liaoyang), Aug. 27.—Contrary to the
expectations of the Russians:the Japa-
uese are beginning an advance along the
whole line of the Russian eastern front.
On the morning of August 24th there
was a rifle skirmish and the uext day
the Japanese artillery opened fire on
both days, the firing ceasing af dusk and
the small energy displayed by the Japa-
‘nese’ might have been taken to indicate
at'it ‘was merely a demonstration of
@ _reconnaissance in force. The morning
of August -20th, however, the riffe and
aggillery fire was resumed with an en-
ergy which left no doubt that a severe

le . was -intended. ' 'The Japanese
pushed their attack against the Russian
right flank and center, concentrating
their fire om the first battery of the
Third brigade. Three officers and sev-
eral men were wounded early in the bat-
tle, but the battery held its position
and replied to the Japanese fire with
'such marked effect that General Ivan-
off, who commanded the late Geuneral
Keller's corps semt a congratulatory
message to its commander. The Japa-
nese several times attempted to cross
the Tankie (Link) river, but only a few
succeeded and these were forced to hide
in the fields of Chinese corn.

At 2 o’clock the artillery fire became
as hot as it was at Vafangow, but it
fluctuated considerably and occasionally
the Russian fire almost silenced that of
the Japanese. The rain fell in torrents
at 4 o’clock, but ‘it did not stop the
fighting, and Jate in the evening several
Russian  companies moved forward to
the attack. ¢
