Edigor World: Your articles ou Ontario’s
mining wealth are exciting cofisiderable inter-
est, One of the principal arguments used in
favor of Commercial Union is thutthe Ameri-
cans will come and duvelop onr mines. . How
nruch better it would be to develop them our-
selves.  For some time a mining exchange bas
been talked of for Toronto, and your timely
articles will probably bring matters to a head.
If the Ontario Government handle the subject
of mineral wealth as they have forestry it can-
not fail to awaken a wide-spread interest,
which must produce good results.

I have beforé me the prospectus of a new
process for the extraction of gold from refrac-
tory ores, which is being promoted by a young
engineer, who claims that by this process ores
containiag a very small percontage of gold can
be profitably treated. ‘A machine 18 now being
arected, and several tons of ore will be treated
| immediately. Turning to an article on On-
tario in Whitaker’s Almanac, I find as fol-
ows :  ““The mineral resources of the country
are scarcely vet developed. * * * Its mineral
products, such as iron, zinclead,copper,silver,
