From 800 to 1000 men are affected by the
strike, which extends from Port Arthur, in
Ontario, to Donald, in the Rocky Moun-
tains, covering 1500 miles of territory. Its
ramifications are great, and before it is con-
cluded will be much greater, as it is felt
that it cannot fail to extend to the engine
drivers, who, it is felt, will refuse togo out
with trains unless they are manned with
‘trained bands. From 800 to 1000 men are
Inow said to be affected, the switchmen hav-

_ing left work, and before it is over half, if
“not as many more, may be out. Both sides
“are very determined and a bitter and long
struggle ‘is expected. Mr. Van Horne is
not the man to take back water, and as he
fecls that men who receive from $90 to
8110 & motith are fairly well paid he will
no doubt fight to the bitter end. There is
no doubt that the strike was precipitated by
the absolute refusal of the railway efficials
to recognize the officers of the Brotkerhood
who came from the States to settle the
uestion. The company declined to even
iscuss the question with them. . The weak
point of the strikers is, they canrot concen-
trate their forces, their men being scattered
over 1500 miles. They cannot therefore be
induced to act in unison, and besides not
over one-half or three-quarters of the men
are in sympathy with the strike, althotigh
they were compelled to yield to the man-
date to strike.

GRAND MASTERWILKINSON

Reviows the Points In Dispute—He Says
Misrepresentation Has Been Made,

Wrxx1pEe, March 18.—S. E. Wilkinson
of Galesburg, 1ll., grand master of the
Brotherhood of Trainmen, who is associ-
&ted with A. B. Garretson of Cedar Rapids,
Jown, Senior Conductor of the Order of
Railroad Conductors, in an effort to effect
an amicable arrangemenb of the points in
dispute between the C.P.R., Company and
the trainmen of the western division, freely
entered fnto an explanation of the attitude
of the employes. .

After referring to the differences between
the sums asked and that offered by thecom-

. pany, Mr. Wilkinson continued:

«On Sunday the general superintendent
and associates commenced at different
points along the line and called conductors
and brakemen into - their, offices, telling

_them that there were only two points in
dispute. That statement was not true and
the officials were perfectly aware of the
misrepresentations. Not only that, but
the men were asked to withdraw from their
societics 1n “case of trouble and an imme-
diate answer was demanded.

« After the arrival here of Mr. Garretson
and myself, we pregented ourselves at the
office of the general superintendent, but
that official declined to treat wjth- usas
representatives of organized 1#8or, Mr.
Whyte, however, claimed to be still willing
to further consider the matter with the
employes, to which we replied and assured
the official that we were quite willing the
disputed points should be adjusted in that
manner.  We even went further and inti-
mated to the gencral superintendent that
we wouid be willing to-eall on the president
of the company, if that gentleman was
desirous of a conference and transportation
to Montreal furnished.”»

In continuing the interview, Mr. Wilkin-
gon said that though the Order of Railway
Conductors had been in existence 23 years,
fte members had only inaugurated one
strike, and the Brotherhood of Trainmen,
mow eight years in existence,had had none.
«And the C. P.'R. and G.T.'R., both in
QCanada,” said the grand master, with em-

hasis, ‘‘are the only roads, either in the

minion or the United States, that have

refused to treat with their officers to adjust
differences.”

Since last September the-executive offi-
gers of the orders have been instrumental in
offccting settlement of differences on a
pumber of railways, including the Union
Pacific, the Alta, i‘opeka & Santa Fee line,
the Missouri Pacific, the Wabash, the Chi-
eago & Northwestern,the Queen & Crescent,
Baltimore & Ohio, the Kansas City, the I1-
linois Central, the Atlantic division of the
@outhern Pacific and the L. & N. In every
fmstance the matters were adjusted satis-

_factorily both to .the company and em-
oyes. ‘‘But when we appear in this por-
$ion of the continent,” remarked Mr. Wilk-
fmson, with a twinkle in his eyes, ‘‘we
met by a company which
is qualified to settle all differences with
its employes without the assistance of in-
divic}’uall from across the line or anywhere

Reverting again to points in the local
otiations, the grand master said the em-
pl(:{ves of the C.Pi{. had spent 4 months,
end cxhausted all legitimate means, in
sheir desire to settle the disputed points,
But so far have met with little encourage-
ment and no success. The men not only
olaim that misrepresentations have been
gaade, but are satisfied and can prove that
the company’s officials have knowingly made
misstatements.

MR, VAN HORNE SPEAKS.

He Gives a Succinet Account of the Trouble
~The Letter at the Depot.

A letter from the president of thé Cana-
dian Pacific to Mr. Thomas Tait, general
superintendent, Toronto, has been posted
at the Union Station ' regarding the strike
in the Northwest for the information of the
employes of the Ontirio division. The
letter reads as follows :

MONTREAL, March 17, 1802.

As interested parties may possibly attempt by
misrepresentations to create sympathy on the
part of yourtraiomen for those involved ia the
existing difficulty in lhe'Northwest. you are

ing facts: The two main points of difference be-
tween the company and

e trainmen were rates
and detention time.  With reference to rates; the
men wanted three dollars per hundred miles for
freight conductors and two dollars for freight
brakemen. This would mean a reduction in rates
, and as the company objected to
this, it was proposed by the management that
the rates be fixed at $2.00 for conductors and
82,07 for brakemen. It will be seen at a glance
that, considering tue number of brakemen em-
ployed in proportion to conductors, the com-
pany’s proposition was more liberal than that
the committee. The Great Northern
rwoted in justification of the $3
rate: demanded by the trenﬁn conductors. The
following telegram to r. Whyte, dated
March 8, will show jtion taken by
the company : “ While the company
will not be governed by rates paid by rail-
ways in a foreign country, the rates paid by the
Great Northern to conductors and brake-
men :together would cost company less
than rates we have proposed, and ¥
our men prefer it we have no objection to
same rates as are claimed to be paid
by Great Northern, namely, three cents
per? mile for freight conductors, two
cenfs per mile for freight brakemen, $80 per
month for work-train conductors and $60 for
work-train brakemen. This would make rates
for freight brakemen and work-trainmen less
than now, but let them decide for themselves
which they prefer. They must themselves see
the absurdity of picking out the highest schedules
they can find in another country and selecting
such rates from them as suit them and rejecting
such asdo not.” I the matter of detention
time the committee were told that the company
did not want to recognize the prineiple of deten-
tion a; both ends of the train, but that assistant
superintendents would be authorized to
make such allowance for detention as
the circumstances of each case might warrant,
as is the practice on all the company’s lines east
and as to which no _complaint has been heard.
All negotiations with the Committee of Employes
were condu by General S\;peringendenc
Whyte, who communicated by wire with the
management in Montreal. At no time did the
committee ask for a hearing in Montreal, al-
though everv employe knows that in such cases
of dispute the employes always have the right to
appeal to the highest authority. Saturday last
the pany b isfied that & strike was
being forced by the leaders and that most of the
trainmen unfortunately committed them-
selves by signing several weeks ago an agree-
ment to go out i} the commitiee failed to arrive
at an lg'reeme&t with the company, so that
the strike was sure to come, although a very
large majority of the men on the division were
strongly opposed to it. When they demurred
they were shown their g}edge.sngned before the
committee waited on r. Whyte. In oraer to
forestall action that would forever prevent a
great many excellent men from re-entering the
company's service, it was decided to give them
an opportunity to decide between the company
and the committee and such as refused to stand
by the company were relieved from duty. The
company refrained as long as possible from filling
the places of those relieved from duty in the
hope of an amicable settlement, and po
new men were employed until the sirike was
ordered Wednesday afternoon. There bhas never
been any complaint of the attitude of the man-
agement towards the trainmen, or of lack of in-
terest in anything tending to make their employ-
ment desirable and Pleasant, and the present
difficulty is a matter of great surprise as well as
deep regret to the management, who feel that
nothing in their past treatment of u.nypody in the
company’s service could possibly justify such a
comgination as was made against the company
even before any dissatisfaction was made known
to its officials.

The Grand Trunk Grievance.

The World was informed last night by a
prominent Grand Trunk official that the
delegates to Montreal on the wages ques-
tion had returned from Montreal without,
arriving at a solution. It is understood
the men are to hold further meetings to
consider the matter, and the maunagement
“fully believe that the Grand Trunk men,
whom they have always treated with con-
sideration, are loyal to the company and
will, after caimly considering the extent of
their demands, which amount to an in-
crease of $240,000 per annum, and would
lead up finally to a total increase annually
of $1,500,000, accept the situation. Should
the men insist on their claims the compauy
have fully decided to remain fast in their
rejection of the demand, which would mean
financial ruin. Any stoppage in the revenue
of the company would entail an immediate
closing of all shops and other works, be-
cause there would be no revenue to meet
expenditure.

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THE BLUEBEARDS VICTIMS.

FUNERAL O% THE VICTIMS OF Inr
SCOUNDLEL WILLIAMS,

He Secreted the Wife He Killed in Mel]
bourne ns He Did His Family at Rain-
hill-He Went About Marrying Unsus-
pecting Women; to Get Rid of Them
to Marry Again He Butchered His
Wives,

Liverroor, March 18.—The post mortem
examinations of the women and children
murdered by Deeming took place to-day.
The operations were visible through the
windows to a large crowd around the house.
The coroner’s inquest having been formally
opened was adjourned after the relatives
of the victims had identified the bodies.
The funerals then took place. A vast
crowd followed the hearses to the parish
cemetery, where the interments took place.

The boxes shipped by Deeming have been
féund at Plymouth. They contain a quan-
tity of women’s and children’s clothing,
covered with blood. g

A Melbourne despatch says: Williams,
the bigamist and murderer, it _is expected,
will reach Perth to-day. He is guarded by
‘the police in view of any dangerous out-
break of popular feeling against him. After
a formal magisterial enquiry Williams will
be remanded for court proceedings here.

Rainhill, where the bodies of Deeming’s
wife and family were found, is a fashion-
able suburb of Liverpool. The search of
the housc was undertaken owing to the
fact that the murderer’s Melbourne crime
was committed in exactly the same mauner.
After murdering his - wife there, he con-
cealed the body of the mmrdered woman
beneath the fireplace, carefully coverin the
place again. ' There the authorities had un-
earthed the remains.

Sydney dispatches throw further light on
the character of Deeming, or Williams.
He resided in Sydney, until two and & half
years ago, with his wife and family.

Mprs. Williams, the woman, murdered at
Rainhill, was a* swarthy female of robust
frame. Williams lived in fine style in
Sydney, and nobody was able to learn how
he made his living. He lived unhappily,
and divorce proceedings threatened when
he disappeared in 1880. His family left
shortly afterwards.

Williams married his Australian victim
in September last, and left almost immedi-
ately for Australia.

Mrs. Mather saw her daughter last at
Dover, just before she sailed. “She says
that both Williams and the wife seemed
perfectly happy and that they promised to
return to Rainhill within two . years for a
visit and perhaps for permanent redidence.
At every port at which the steamer stopped
the bride had posted a letter to her mother
in which she described minutely the happi-
ness of her daily life and her joy that she
had found such a model husband. She
closed one letter with the words:

Only be thankful, dear mother, that your
little girl has found one to watch her and
protect her so lovingly all through life.
Arthur is by my side constantly and does
pot seem to have a thought except for my
bappiness and welfare. Is it not a shame
that I cannot have him-all to myself when
we have our own little home? He has so
many plans in bussiness that I fear we shall
not be together coustantly as we wish until
we are back in Rainhill {

Your loving and happy little girl,
ALICE.

Williams was atrested on the description
of him sent out by the Melbourne police.
He was.paying court to a girl of 19 years
at the time and-her parents said that she
was considering his proposal of marriage.

4 FAMILX'S FRIGHIFUL FATE,

Four of Them Burned Alive and Others
Are Dying.

LoxpoxN, March 18.—Fire occurred this
morping in a butcher shop in Lilliebridge-
road, Brompton, cansing the death of four
persons. The apartments over the shop
were occupicd by the family of the butcher,
aman named Weston. The fire spread
with great rapidity and cut off the escape
of Mrs. Weston, her two children anda
girl named Amy Glover, who was employed
as cashier in the shop. After the fire their
bodies were found burned to a ecrisp.
Another woinan who was in the house was
terribly burned, but managed to make her
way to the street. There is no hope of her
recovery. It is reported Weston has be-
come insane through his bereavement. A
workman’s carelessness in throwing a match
into the cellar caused the five.

A Row in the Cabinet—Chancellor Von
Caprivi Resigns.

“ resign. It adds that it will be an unusual
{ event if the Chancellor of the German Em-
| pire should resign becanse a single state
bill bearing the unmistakable stamp of one
minister did not pass.

The Tagblatt declares that a majority of
those present at yester v’s Cabinct Coun-
cil .advocated withdrawal of the primary
education bill.

The Post says that the attitude of the
ministers towards the bill has changed a
majority of the Cabinet now being opposed
to Count Von Zedlitz- Trutzschler's views.

Several journals mention Dr. Lucanus,
chief of the Civil Cabinet, as the probable
successor of Count Von Zedlitz.

It now appears certain that Count Von
Zedlitz Trutzschler resigned his office at the
termination of the Cabinet Council on
Thursday, and that=he was prompted to
take this step by the statement made by
Emperor William (King of Prussia) that
he did not wish the primary education bill

assed by a one-sided majority.

The withdrawal of the biil after forcing
it through the committee in a pmdtically
unamended form would be a concession of
great weakness on the part of the Govern-
ment. Chancellor Von Cuprivi’s attitude
in regard to the much-discussed measure
having been quite as decided as that of
Baton Von Zezlitz-Trutzschler.

It is stated that Herr Rauchaupt, the
leader of the Conservatives in the Lower
House of the Prussian Diet now declines to
accept certain clauses in the primary edu-
cation bill, although the main body of the
Conservatives are pledged to support .the
measure.

The result of this action of
Rauchaupt is tocrea tea deadlock.

LoxpoN, March 19.—The Telegraph’s
Berlin correspondent says: I hear that
Chancellor Von Caprivi desired ' to
postpone @ definite  decision on
education bill, but that the Emper-
or insisted that he would brook no
delay, and the country’s objections to the
bill must be respected. The Emperor
would not have left DBerlin if Chancellor
von Caprivi had really resigned.

Berurs, March 18.—The Socialists gath-
ered in thousands and went in procession
to Friedrichsrain to-day to decorate the
burial places of ‘the victims who were
massacred by the mulitary in 1848. No
disorder attended the procession and the
graves were quietly decorated, i

On the way back from Friedrichsrain
people in  the crowds shouted, ““Long live
anarchy, down with the Government.’
The people who were watching the proces-
sion in considerable force at once made 2
rush for the shouters, who were mostly
young men. The blows from the police
soon scattered the mob, a number of whom
were severely hurt. The police took 12
prisoners, who were lodged in the cells for
trial on a charge of rioting and sedition.

Imperial Parliament.

Loxpoyx, March 18.—In the House o
Commons to-day, replying to'a question re-
arding the appointment of Michael Her-
ert to be first secretary of the British
legation at Washington, which appoint-
ment is alleged to have caused considerable
discontent in diplomatic circles, Mr. Low-
ther, Parliamentary Secretary for the
Foreign Office, denied that Herbert had
been appointed over the heads of 10 seconl
secretaries. He had been a pointed over
the heads of only six. - Mr.  Herbert, Mr.
Lowther added, had not passed over the
heards of 14 secretaries of legation, as all
the secrotariea were of equal rank. In the
opinion of the Government Mr. Herbert
was  especially qualified for the post
to which he had been appointed.
This post required _unusual discretion,
and as Mr. Herbert had been in Washing-
ton for three years his knowledge and ex-
perience was invaluable.

A LITERARY BOMBSHELL.

What Acting Crown Attorney Curry Told
The World Last Night About “A
Socia) Scourge”—Sale Stopped.

A book during the past few days has been
issued in Toronto by a writer who- has the
nom de plume of Paul Emarchee, entitled
“The Social Scourge.” It did not meet with
the approbation of the police authorities and
was consequently, immediately upon appear-
ing, prdscribed on the ground that it was
woutrageously indecent and is scandalously
libelous.”

The opening chapters are devoted toa
vivid description of intrigues carried
on in down-town quarters between
younf men and women, while those imme-
diately following contain what purports to
bea record of a successful blackmailing
scheme levied by a police officer in Toronto
against a physician and a minister. The
names are but thinly disguised. Inaddition to
this the volume contains astrong denuncia-
tion of alleged gambling practices at the
political clubs, and also describes a Erocur-
ing business which is averred to flourish
here; because g certain police officer partici-
pates in the profits.

What the Acting Crown Attorney Says.

He dis-
claimmed any knowledge of the contents of
the work, and referred me to the National
Publhishing Compauy, Its manager, John
A. ‘faylor, admitted having passed the copy
for publication, buf, on  the assuraunce
wf the autbor, W. R. Clissold, a reporter on
The Telegram who had giyen veut to the
assurance that the work was void of ob-
jectionable or libelous matter, had neglectod
Yo scrutinize it carefully. He promised, how-
ever, to disccntinue, as far us was i his
power, its publication.”

Continuing his varrative Mr. Curry said
that he next saw Mr. Clissold, who admitted
treely his authorship of the work.
