Paris. July 7-^-At the session of the 
Behring Sea Court of Arbitration this 
morning Mr. Phelps discussed for several 
hours the opinions of Prof. Elliott bf the 
Smithsonian Institute regarding pelagic 
scaling.

A Query Pointing nt Admiral Markham

London, July 7.—In the House of Com­
mons yesterday, in response to questions 
asked the Government concerning the com­
position of the Victoria Court Martial, the 
Right Hon. Sir U. Kay-Shuttlewortb, 
Secretary of the Admiralty, stated that no 
officer concerned in the disaster that caused 
the foundering of the Victoria would be 
allowed to sit on the court martial.

Dr. Donald Macgregor (Liberal), member 
for Inveruessshirc, asked whether the offi­
cer next in command of a squadroa, seeing 
that there was imminent danger to life, 
had any discretion to decline to carry out 
orders that must result in disorder.

The Secretary to the Admiralty replied 
that the question so obviously referred to 
the position of Rear-Admiral Markham, 
who was second in command to Vice-Ad­
miral Try on, who lost his life in the Vic­
toria disaster, that he must decline to ex­
press an opinion on the subject. This 
answer was received with cries of “Hear, 
hear.”

Major Smith, commander of the marines 
aboard the warship Victoria at the time of 
tho disaster off Tripoli, has written to the 
colonel in command of the marines at Gos­
port concerning the behavior of his men:

“The non-commissioned officers and men 
behaved splendidly. Words will not ex­
press all they did. They fell in by watches 
on the quarter deck as steadily as on par­
ade without the speaking of a word of cau- 
tioh until the end came. It was a, sight 
one never can forget—so grand, so sad. 
Their behavior"may have been equaled; it 
never was beaten.”

Paris, July 7.~Shortly before 9 o’clock 
the cafe^ in the Boulevard Voltaire and the 
Boulevard Temple were empty. The riot­
ers reappeared armed with elnbs and a few 
revolvers. They marched, cheering and 
singing, toward the Place de la Répub­
lique.

At the corner of the Rue d’Angou- 
leme the rioters * of the Boule­
vard Voltaire w<*a met by a 
body of dragoons and ■pers. They were 
ordered bo6k, but prjped ahead. The 
military charged, butiJEhe mob did not 
yield.

The soldiers were received with showers 
of stones and scattering shots. Several 
were s'truck with clubs.

The Mob Retreated Slowly.
The charge was repeated^ and the mob 

retreated slowly. Tnere was no scattering 
or sign of panic. The men backed off step by 
step, those in front wielding their clubs 
right and left and those behind splitting up 
booths and kiosks into weapons with which 
to fight later in the front.

After six charges the jnilitat.v forced the 
mob back to the Boulevard Richardierr, 
where fighting was suspended.

In their retreat the rioters had set fire to 
the booths which they did not split into 
clubs.

For five blocks the Boulevard Voltaire 
is strewn with broken timbers, charred 
boards and torn and bloody clothing. 
Most of the windows were smashed during 
the conflict.

A despatch received subsequent to that 
printed on page six gives further detail, of 
the tornado’s work at Pomeroy, Iowa.*

Paris, July 7 —Before the Behring Sea 

Tribunal of Arbitration to-d.y E. J. Phelps 
continued his closing address in behalf ot 
the United" States. He reviewed the re­
port made to the American Government by 
Mr. Elliott, who had been appointed to in- 
vestigate the facts ia connection with the 
seal herds. Sir Charles Russell of counsel 
for Great Britain asked why this report had 
not been printed. Mr. Phelps replied that 
not one in ten reports was printed at Wash­
ington. Why this particular report had 
not been printed he did not know. The 
animus of the report had been explained bv 
the fact that Mr. Elliott was connected with 
the old lessee company, whose interests 
he had supported daring the contest be- 
tween thé old and new companies for a new 
lease. In fairness to Mr. Elliott, Mr. 
Phelps said he ought to state that the driv­
ing of seals that he (Elliott) saw on the 
Pribyloff Islands in 1890 was objectionable 
to him, end the treasury agent stopped it.

Mr. Phelps then resumed his address. He 
contended that the seal herd most not be 
.considered merely as a means of deriving a 
pecuniary profit. The American seals were 
entirely harmless and were possess­
ed of almost human intelligence. If 
they were exterminated thePribylofflslanda 
would be left in solitude and would be 
adaptable to no human purpose. No com­
parison could be made between the seal 
rookeries and the vast area of land on 
which the buffalos formerly ranged. The 
pastures of the buffalo were needed for a 
human population and therefore the 
practical extermination of the species was 
justifiable. There was no similar condition 
in the case of the seals. The latterhadaright 
to their harmless life. All cultured nations 
recognized this fact. While this arbitration 
was proceeding Great Britain had adopted 
a bill protecting wild birds, valueless in 
themselves, but interesting and rare.

Mr. Phelps next discussed the regulations 
necessary to the preservation of the seals. 
He argued that pelagic sealing must be pro­
hibited. The régulations adopted ought to be 
permanent and should include the North 
Pacific Ocean in their operations. He ridi­
culed the British proposals in regard to 
licenses and special flags as paltry and use­
less. The close season that'Great Britain 
had suggested wap an utterly futile proposi­
tion.

Sealing Prohibited In Certain Waters. 
London, July 7,—Tho .Official Gazette 

to-dày publishes an order in council, dated 
Jnly 4, prohibiting British ships from seal­
ing within 10 marina miles ot the Russian 
coasts on Behring Sea or the North Pacific 
Ocean and within 30 miles in any direction 
from the Komandorsky or Robben Islands.

A COMMISSION APPOINTED

To Examine Into the Operations ot Seal- 
era In Behring Sea.

Ottawa, July 7.—A commission has been 
appointed under the treaty between Russia 
and Great Britain to examine into the oper­
ations of sealers in Behring Sea. The 
British Government, no doubt through the 
advice of Mr. Topper, has appointed Robert 
Venning of the Department of Marine to 
represent them on that commission. The 
Imperial Government has asked theappro- 
val of the Canadian Government, and an 
order-in-council has bean passed by the Do­
minion Government assenting to this. Mr. 
Venning, who was, along with Commander 
Wakehatn on the Atlantic coast enquiring 
into the fishing there with a view ot uniform 
laws being passed by Canada and the Unit­
ed States for the better preservation of the 
fish, has been summoned to Ottawa and will 
depart in a few days for the Pacific Coast 
en route for Alaska.

TRADES AND LABOR COUNCIL

A Resolution Proposed Favorable To the 
Running of the Cars.

At the meeting of the Trades and Labor 
Council last evening, this notice of motion 
was introduced:

Moved by R. Glockling and seconded by 
J. Armstrong, That whereas the question 
of Sunday street cars is now receiving much 
attention at the hands of our citizens; and 
whereas it is expedient that this council 
should at all times be. prepared to give ex­
pression to their opinion on any public 
question;

Be it resolved that in the opinion of this 
council the area growth of our city has 
now assumed such dintensions that the con­
venience of our citizens demands cheap 
methdds of transit on Sunday as on other 
days 6i the week. And be it further re­
solved that this council are in favor of the 
establishment of a limited Sunday service 
in our street car system. And be it further 
resolved that in the opinion of this council 
public opinion has assumed such propor­
tions as to render futile the fear that such 
a change in our car system will result in an 
enforced seven-day week work on the part 
of the men employed in tho running of the 
cars.

M misters of the Gospel passed him without 
recognition, one of theaé more zealous than 
the!rest hissed him in the street. During 
the first phase of this agitation he felt 
acutely the loneliness of his position.”

MORE LABOR MEN SPEAK. 246

A Number of Interviews Condensed From 
The Globe of Yesterday.

Mr. D. A. Carey, District Master Work- 
maq of the Knights ot Labor, was opposed 

Sunday cars, and did not see how any 
mall who pretended to be in favor of the 
cause of labor could advocate them, 
held that Sunday cars would bring in their 
train seven days of labor, not immediately, 
perhaps, but certainly in the long run. He 
did not think restrictive measures could 
stop this. He would not work himself on 
Sunday, and he held that he had no right 
to ask another to do what he would not.

Mr. Charles March opposed Sunday cars 
and did so from a labor standpoiut. He 
regarded it as the entrance of tho thin edge 
of the wedge, which would ultimately re­
sult in seven days’ labor for six days’ pay. 
The time hSd not arrived when Sunday 
cars were a necessity. The Saturday after­
noon holiday was now pretty nearly univer­
sal in Toronto, and he believed that if men 
were so anxidus to take their families out 
for a holiday they could do so on that day.

Mr. F. C. Cribben, secretary ot the 
Trades and Labor Council, was opposed to 
the innovation. Five and a half days were 
sufficient to work, and Sunday street cars 
would certainly induce more hours of labor.

He had lived in London, and had seen 
how Sunday cars worked there. Men got 
about on Sundays and wore themselves out, 
or drank too much and were unfit for work 
on Mojhday. That would result here.

Mr. W. Burnell, was strongly in favor of 
Sunday cars, providing that it was special­
ly agreed with the company that the men 
only work six days per week. What day 
they had off did not matter to him. The
