The Cruiser's Progress Up the Harbor
Watched by Lady Thompson—The Cas-
ket Transferred From the Ship by Blue-
jackets awd Conveyed By a Military
Guard of Homor to the Provimcial

From All Parts of sthe Dominion.

- Halifax, N.S. Jan. 1.—H.M.S. Blenheim,
with Sir Jokn Thompson's: body, arrived
at the mouth of the harbor at 10.30 this
morning . fn @ rainstorm, and ran al-
most opposite York Redoubt before the
first minute'gun announced her approach
to the thowsands who lined the water
front, where they had been standing
under & steady torrent of rain frém
early mofning. :

As bhe stehmed up the harbor . Fort
York, Macpab’s and George’s in turnm
galuted Ber with minute guns. The first
gun ‘was fired at eight minutes after 11
and Jfive minutes later 10,000 people
filled every available spot of standing
foom on the wharves and roofs of the
stores along the harbor front, where they
patiently watched her approache"

She eame to anchor off the gunt wharf
at 14 minutes to 12. On her foremast
at hali-mast she flew the Canadian Jack,
and the white ensign. was hauled half
way down the¢ main peak.

Boarded by Sis Joba's Two Sons,

The Domjnion customs steamer Argus,
with Louis Coste of the Public Works
Department, superintendent of the fun-
eral arrangements, Sir John Thompson's
two sons and representatives of the
Dominion Government and the Imperial
Government, the steamer Lily, with

Senator Sanford was present AFhen the
lid of the outer easket was femoved in
the presence of the relations, for the
purpose of identification.

Senator Sanford
soon  after returned to the Blenheim,
where for & few days he will remain the
guest of Capt. Poe.

Sir John's Last Day.

Your representative had a conversation
with Mr. eSanford. He said :
The Momday preceding his death, - Sir
Johu was rather fatigued and complain-
ed somewhat in ‘the evening, but on
Tuesday moruing, (when he bade his
daughter good-byé, ho was bright “and
‘cheerful. Of the morning of his death
he remarked that he had not ielt bet-
ter i months. Indeed, that morning
he appeared to feel unusually cheerful,
and when he laft the hotel to go to the
railway station he appeared to6"be in
the enjoymepnt of the greatest possible
energy so that it might naturally be
thought he was anticipating the events
of the day with the utmoat pleasamtness.

Mr. Sanford spoke with gZenuine feel-
ing im the presence of Captain Poe, of
the hundreds of kindly acts of sympathy
and respect towands this comntry svhich
he had witne«egad after Sir John's death
in England. e saill the effect 5m both
sides of the oceam camnot yet he mea-
sured, but apprgciatipn not ‘only in the
Mother Country amd in. Canada, but
thropghout the Empire will not be
wanting.

Respect to the Dead on Roard.

Of the voyage, Mr. Sanford said:
“ After the body was brought on board
thé, Blenheim guands were stationed at
the entmance to the mortuary chamber
apd maintained continually night aad
day until the body wag taken off. There
is a magnificent band on board, but its
music was not heard during the voyage,
and indeed the utmost quiet, consisteat
with the dutjes on board a wanship was
maintajned. I particuiarly wish to ex-
press my .appreciation of the true atten-
tiou amd consideration for the occasisn
whicls his 'ship was called that
that has been whowm by Captain
Poe. 1 am equally’ anxious that you
should say the same for his officers. This
is something fthe people of Canada will
like ‘to hear, for not only is\the comman-|
der a Torontonian, but- Captain Poe has
the pleasantest recollection of his for-
mer service at the Halifax station on
H.M.S. Northampton. Other officers of
th esbip know Canada, and they will
tel'! you that they love it as they do
their own count®y:

On Mounday we experienced some heavy |
weather, but on the whole the voyage
was a satisfactory one. On Sunday last
again had a ‘gale, and sifice e have
haG séme fog. The Blenheim could have
reachea Halitax, of course, much carlier
without diffieulty. The fact is, she was
slowed down to meet the views of the
Dominion Government, as‘ cabled to the
Admiralty, askipg ‘thdt the ship might
arrive: at noon . to-day. She did acrive
to the second and did not anchor .a
minute before.

Christmas Day on Board.

There were.two days on|board that I
will long remember. One i
mas Day, and you will womler ‘low it
was spent on our ship: There
vice at morning A%l mid-day by
chaplain, but the men had np ‘nusic.
However, they had what they were used
to, no ‘doubt, but which' was a new eéx-
perience to me. Captain Poe went
around to every mess and até some-
thing, at each table. -Good-will among
men prevailed in reality on board the
Blenheim.

It wae to me the most tfitting
way in which the day could have been
passed upon such an occasion. The day
impressed me not only with discipline,
which prevails on board a British was-
ship, but it showed me hlow well the men
acted through' rsepect to the dead on
board,. showing at same time their un-
bounded respect for and confidemce in
their captain. Captain Poe is loved by
his staff and his men, and .well he may,
for such unremitting attention to duty
could only b2 equalled on board such an-
another British man-of-war as the Blen-
keim, and I will not.csay that she has
her equal.

Important New Evidence Obtained By the
Authorities That Tends to Shew Both
Suspected Men Were Principals in the
Crime—D T Asto Ad-~
missions Made By John Hendershott—
Carried the Two Insarance Policles
With Him to Eden.

Chief Provincial Detective John Mur-
ray returned last night from St. Thomas,
where ‘he has been engaged at work on
the Middlemarch murder case, Since ﬂp
inquest on Friday night, when the cor-
oner’s jury returned a verdict of wilful
murder against ‘William D. Welter and
found that John Hendershott was an ac-
cessory before the fact, many important
;iu]ns which fit into the chain conuecting
these two ‘men"” with the murder of
young Hendexstioft have been learneid by
Detactive Murray. .

Wearing the Dead Man’s Wateh.

Not the least important of these dis-
coveries is the fact that after Hender-
shott wax killed he was robped by his
alleged nssassin, Welter, ~Subbequent
to  the discovery of the  body
of Hendershoit in  the Wwoods,
his -effects were bhanded over to his
uncle, Duncan Hendershott, barrister of
Fingal. Among these effects was &
watch. @his was given to Dayid Hen-
derghott, the father of the dead manm.
The father rolled. the timepiece in a
bhandkerchief and hamnded it to his wife.
It was not looked at again till Sunday,
when ‘%he father magde the startling
discovery that it was not_ his son's
watck at all. \

The prisoner Welter, when he wag
arrested, wore a watch, and Detective
Murray came to the conclusion that
pospibly the dead mam had. been robbed.
He communicated with County Crown
Attorney Donohue, and the latter with
a, witness visited the jail amd inter-
viewed the prisoner. :

Welter claimed that the watch he
was wearing ia property. Ha had
traded hig own watch for it, hd claim-
ed, spme weeks previously with a man
in the Fenwarden House, whom he\cid
not khow and could not describe, receiv-"
ing $1 boot money. i

The watch found on Welter was shown
to Dhwvid Hendegehott, and he at once
recognized it as his son’s property, There
seems, to be no doubt that after the
murder Welter exchanged timepieces with
hi: victim. It is clgimed that proof can
be obtained that the watch found = in
the dead man's pocket was the property
of the prisoner, Both are cheap afiairs,
the cases being mnickel, but-the murdered
man’s .is a newer one than Weltér's and
wortk considerable more money.

Did John Hendershott As_slst‘

shott ewore the two insurance policies
for $6000 and $5300 respectively were
in a brgeau drawer at his house and had

lnot beer. removed therefrom. As a .aat-

ter of fact, Hendershott put both poli-
cies in his pocket when he left home. At
Eden he slept with a man named Wil-
liam Ostrander. Whew he was retiring
the policies dropped from his pocket and
Ostrander read them both.

An interesting fact was also ‘earned
with reference to the attempt to insure
the life of;ithe loafer, Patrick Fitzpgtrick.
‘After Dr. Duncombe of St. Thoma® had
declined to pass Fitzpatrick as a risk,
a new application was made to Dr. Mar-
latt of Aylmer. In the new application
the name of the insured was changed to
Patrick Dianeli Fitzpatrick, and he was
represented to be a foster-son of Hen~
dershott. This application, it -will be
recollected, also failed.

When Hendershott received a  tele-
gram at Eden stating that William Hen-
dershott had been killed, he made ad-
missions which the crown contends show-
#d he had a Zuilty kapwledge of the
crime. To one person he said: “It may
be my brother William, but it is more
likely to be my nephew. I semt the boys
out to cut wood, and as William is a
clumsy fellow he may have got in the
road) of a fallingtree and been Kkilled.”
. To d&nother man, it is alleged, he re:
marked: “I’ll warrant you my nephew
has been careless and got-hit by the
stump of a tree.” If he was not a
participant in the murder; or _cogni-
zant of the plot, how, the authorities
ask, did he conclude his nephew had been
killed by, a falling tree? :

Plotied Long Before.

It is believed that the original inten-
tion ‘was to arrange the murder in such
a ‘vay that the public would conclude
that Welter had been killed by . being
thrown from a horse. Before the insur-
ance policies were taken out John Hen-
demshott Tremarked to more than one
poreon, “That nephew of mine is al-
ways riding fractious colts. He will be
"tihrown from one and killed one of these

ayg.” i

Detective Murray -brought down with-
him ‘the blood-stained ax found in the
woods. The wcapon will be submitted '
to Prof. Ellis for analysis. The officer
will return to St. Thompas this afternoon
to gontinue his investigation, and ex-
pects to have a remarkably strong case
to- present. when the preliminary exami-
nation opens before Police: Magistrate
White on Friday morning.
