His Lordship
apparently with * the defence
that it would be better for their clients
to admit the facts without the hear-
ing of the testimony, and the last half
hour of the morning session was
spent in endeavoring to arrive at terms
of mutual agreement.
Proof of Metive Fully Admitted.

The consultation was continued for
half an hour after the opening of the
ccurt for the afternoon session. Final-
ly an agreement was reached and Mr,
Osler rose to make this statement tq
the court :

“The evidence tendered of Mr. Ames
and two or three other witnesses, and
the evidence of Mr. Smoke, now under
consideration by your Lordship, is ten<
dered by the Crown with the view of
having the total amount of money the
proceeds of this insurance reaching the
prisoners. In giving this evidence, I,
as the Crown officer, might have to
give evidence of oertain collateral
facts which are perhaps not strictly
relevant to the issue, but which will
necessarily come up. Having regard
to what is fair and proper on the part
of the Crown, I have after discussion
with Your Lordship, in the presence
of counsel forthe prisoners, arrived at
the conclusion that I should accept
certain admissions which the prisoners
through their counsel are willing to
make in order to avoid the necessity
of calling these witnesses, thus putting
the matter in a more simple form to
the court and jury. The result of
checking over the various vouchers
and bank accounts comes to this, that
prior to the marriage of the prisoner

P. Hyams with Martha Wells the
um of $8500 was received and not ac-
unted for; $1900 of this sum went to
pay the joint debt of the prisoners,
viz., the chattel mortgage of Dr. Mc-
Pherson. That money was the pro-
ceeds of the insurance in Martha
Wells” hands. After the marriage, the
prisoner H. P. Hyams, in lirge sums,
received $14,300, the last large amount
being represented by a draft for $7950,
prcduced by Mr. Rice, manager of the
Imperial Bank. Apparently after that
sum, only one amount of any size, $350,
was received by H. P. Hyams from his
wife. The total sum, apart from small
cheques not in the whole aggregating
a very large sum, amounts to $14,300,
of which some $3180 came directly
into Dallas Hyams" hands. Now, that
being admitted by my learned friends
to the fullest extent, I refrain from
giving the further evidence that I
was tendering to Your Lordship when
this discussion arose. I have stated
the nature of the discussion, so that
the jury might know just what was
going on. The giving of this admission
by the prisoners through their coun-
sel does away with the necessity of
proceeding with the examination of
Mr. Ames and other witnesses of a
like class. It also does away with
‘the necessity of my pressing Your
Lordship to rule upon the competency
of Mr. Smoke’s evidence, tendered on
Saturday.”

Mr. Lount, on behalf of Harry
Hyams, and Mr. Johnston, on behalf of
Dallas, admitted the statements made
by Mr. Osler.

The Genial Detective Who Gathered the
Evidence,

Detective Alf. Cuddy, who, in com-
pany with Detective Davis, arrested
the prisoners, and to whose lot fell
the task of gathering the vast volume
of evidence which has been presented
on behalf of the Crown, then took the
stand, and swore to the heap of ad-
dressed envelcpes which made up Miss
Lattimer’'s work in the warehouse of-
fice as having been found in the office
of the prisoners at 11 King-street west.
Old directories and other papers taken
possession of at the same time were
also sworn to. Detective Cuddy also
told of going to the office of the pri-
soners one week after Wells was kill-
ed, to enquire about the insurance on
Wells’ life. He met H. P. Hyams,
who said he did not know the amount
of the insurance. Cuddy then started
for 213 Mutual-street, the residence of
Mrs. Aylesworth, to see Martha Wells.
He bhad been in the house only for a
moment when Harry Hyams came in,
and walked through the house. Some
15 minutes elapsed before the witness
was able to obtain an interview with
Martha Wells. It was a good 15 minu-
tes’ walk from the house jn Mutual-
street to the warehouse.

The First of the Medical Testimony.

At exactly 840 p.m., the Crown
opened its medical testimony with the
evidence of Dr. John Caven, Profes-
sor of Pathology in the University of
Toronto Medical Faculty. Dr. Caven
told of the exhuming of the body and
the holding of the post-mortem in the
presence of legal and medical repre-
sentatives of both defence and Crown.
Then followed a description of the in-
juries to the skull. The Doctor care-
fully prefaced his remarks on this line
with the statement that he could not
speak with reference to any injuries
to the soft parts. The head, he said,
was considerably flattened, and the

- Harry

right side showed signs of very great.

injury. One could readily appreciate
that it was very badly broken up.
Speaking of the fractures, he said that
starting at the root of the nose, one
line of fracture ran directly back and
through the centre of the skull. An-
other fracture runs from ear to ear,
dividing the skull into two unequal
parts. Several other lines of fracture
branch out from the right perietal em-
inence, and run in different direc-
tions across and around the sgkull.
Three Points in the Crown's Case.

Three points in the descriptive evi-
dence to which Mr. Osler asked the
witness to devote more particular dise
cussion, and explain clearly to the
jury, were the fractures of the con-
dyles at the base of the skull, the
complete disarticulation of the left
zygomatic arch, and the absenge of a
portion of the right internal angular
process. The first and the last the
Crown claim were caused by the blow
from the ax which felled Wells, and
the second by the blow which produc-
ed the wound which seven witnesses
swore to having seen over Wells’ left
eve.

Indiecations of Two Lines of Force.

“Having got your descriptiom; where
do you say the main force has been
applied ?”’ asked Mr. Osler.

*“On the right perietal perturbance or
thereabouts,” answeeed the witness.

Continuing, he said that when the
head received the blows which
caused-the fractures,it must have been
resting on the left side, with the zy-
gomatic arch resting. The fracture of
the lower jaw would indicate that the
zygomatic arch had been supported.

The point of greatest impact was the
right perietal protuberance.

“Do you find any definite indica-
tions of a second line of force ?”

“I think there is a second line of
force shown by the condition of the
base, but that might be a result of
the blow on the side.”

“Does one blow account for all you
see there ?”

“I don’t think so, from the condi-
tion of the right side of the face and
the breaking off of the right internal
angular process, I would say that two
lines of foece had been applied.”

“Can you indicate the line ffom
which the force would come to break
off the angular process ?”

“It must have been from before,back-
wards.”

The Importance of the Plece of Glass,

A witness has described the break-
ing up of the right eye of the spectacles
and the bending in of the frame, and
another has told of the finding of a
piece of glass in the right eyebrow; do
these statements assist you in coming
to a conclusion as to this second line

Continuing, the witness said that tfie
dpplication of force from before, back-
wards, was the natural inference from
the condition in which the skull was
found.
