Farmers’ sons and owners’ sons if resi-
dent upon the property of their father or
mother for a year ;

Tenants arnl the sons of tenant farmers
paying not less than the following rents, $2
per month, $6 per quarter, $12 per half-
year, or §24 per annum ;

Fishermen owning §150 worth of land,
boats, or tackle ;

Indians having improvements to the
value, of $150 ;

Persons resident one-year in Canads, and
drawing an income of $300 a year and up-
wards ;

Annuitants receiving $100 a year and up-
wards.

Absolutely bad payers
are of course not wanted by any one, and
the withdrawal of their custom would not
be regretted, as it would entail no loss.
Another element of dead weight in business
in the carrying of too heavy stocks. Many
business houses buy more than they can
dispose of and the surplus remains stored
upon their shelves from month to month
and from year to year—articles that con-
stantly deteriorate and scarcely ever can be
realized upon. More conservatism in these
matters is necessary if a healthy trade is to
be prosecuted.”

—A railway meeting was held at Cale-
donia on the 6th which was Targely attend-
ed. Rev. H. D. DeBlois, of Annapolis,
was chosen chairman, and < Wm. Cowie,
Secretary. Hon. J. W. Longley. Atty.
General, J. B. Mills, Esq., M. P, Kﬂr. Free-
man, M, P., for Queens, J. M. Owen, Esq,, of
Amnapolis,” Mr. Robt. MecLeod, mining
engineer, and a number of other gentle-
men were present. Premier Fielding was
expected to be present, but the date of the
meeting being changed from the 11th to the
6th, prevented him from doing so. Invita-
tions were also sent to Gen. Laurie, Wm.
McCoy, Esq., and others, but they did not
attend.

Mr. McLeod moved a series of resolutions
which were mainly to the effect that the
Dominion Government and Parliament be
asked to subsidize the railroad under dis-
cussion without delay. Also, that the
Local Government be requested to grant
the subsidy of $3200 a mile, as provided for
by Chap. 1, of the local acts of 1886, ir-
respective of what the Dominion Govern-
ment may do. That the meeting voices
the sentimgnt of the electors of Queens and
Annapolis, that the Dominion and Local
Governments will be held to strict account
for any neglect in respect to their plainly
expressed wishes. That the meeting en-
dorses the resolutions passed at various
meetingsfheld both in Queensand Annapolis
favoring the Annapolis and Atlantic route,
and hereby adopts the same.

That copies of these resolutions, signed
by the Chairman and Secretary of the
meeting, and certified by at least twelve of
the electors present, be forwarded by regis-
tered letters to the Premiers of the Domin-
ion and local governments, calling their at-
tention to the route selected and such other
matters in connection therewith as may be
thought best by the general railway com-
mittees of the Counties of Queens and An-
napolis.

J. M. Owen, Esq., seconded the resolu-
tion. He hoped S{lclburnc would co-oper-
ate in pushing the railway forward.

The Hon. Atty.-General was the next
speaker. He expressed himself in hearty
accord with the objects of the meeting. He
read a telegram from Premier Fielding,
dated from Boston, which stated that his
(Goverwment was ready to grant a subsidy
to the road in Queens whenever a company
would come forward to build it. The A.
(3. said he was ready to answer any and all
pertinent questions in his power, and said
his Government was in & position to grant
a subsidy to the road to-morrow if a re-
liable company shows up and wants to
build it.

Mr. Freeman then made some remarks
and was followed by J. B. Mills, Esq., M.
P. He set forth at length his efforts to
secure a Dominion subsidy, and the im-
portance of the people making choice of the
road and not a ru;uf. He deplored the fact
that so many roads had been chartered in
the province, as they undoubtedly interfer-
ed with one another. Mr. Mills was ex-
rlicil in stating what part he had taken in
yringing the railroad to the notice of Mr.
Hervey and other capitalists. He thought
the outlook for obtaining a subsidy was
good, and promised to aid the project by
his most active personal efforts in and out
of Parliament.

A number of other speakers took part
in the discussion, but our space is too
limited to give their remarks. The reso-
lutions passed unanimously.

[ers seeking an entrance through Digby
| Strait. Since the whistle has been put in
| operation in its new location, fishermen and
| others report that they now catch the sound
much farther out in the bay than ever be-
fore. A new boiler has been supplied” and
the old one put in thorough repair. Both
boilers will be placed in position in the
engine room, and a Crosby patent auto-
matic attachment fitted, so that in future,
should any accident occur to either boiler
or machinery, the spare boiler and either
the engine or automatic attachment may
be used during the time necessary repairs
are being effected, thus obviating the ne-
cessity of discontinuing the operation of
the whistle. A large coal shed has been
erected in rear of the whistle house, and a
derrick’ with steam winch erected near
the edge of the cliff, so that coal and other
supplies may be hoisted directly from ves-
sels or boats into the shed. We under-
stand that the above improvements make
the Digby fog alarm one of the most thor-
oughly equipped stations in the province,
and will prove a saving to the department
and a boon to the large number of steamers
and other vessels calling at this port.
This important station has for the past
fourteen years been in charge of Wm. E.
Ellis, who is an efficient and careful officer.
His son Leander is his assistant.—Digby
Courier.
