• Vote by Ballot.

The newspapers over the line are just 
now engaged in discussing the relative 
merits and demerits of what they are 
pleased to style the Australian ballot sys­
tem. As has been frequently explained, 
that systein is identical with ours, our 
neighbors for certain reasons preferring 
the term Australian rather than Canadian, 
although the system was adopted in this 
country several years earlier than in Aus­
tralia. The late presidential election hav­
ing been the first to be run under that 
method of voting, and as the result was 
somewhat of a surprise to both parties, 
some of the politicians and newspapers are 
pointing to the new system as one of the 
factors in producing the unexpected result. 
As it is to he expected in such cases, the 
defeated party is the one raising the most 
objection to the secret ballot. Gen. B. F. 
Butler in a recent interview expressed the 
opinion that the republican defeat was large­
ly owing to “an iniquitous ballot system 
stolen from au island in the south seas, 
first colonized by British convicts. ” Others, 
whose sympathies were with the defeated 
party this year, have also expressed them­
selves as dissatisfied and disappointed with 
the new method of voting. It is, they 
urge, more manly and honorable for an 
elector to step up to the polling booth and 
say openly and above board for whom he 
votes, rather than to deposit his ballot, in 
this new and secret way. Then, too, they 
claim, that this method affords greater 
scope and opportunity for bribery and 
corruption, inasmuch as many men can be 
bribed to vote against their honest convic­
tions when it can he done secretly and 
without being known, whom no amount of 
money or other consideration could in­
fluence to vote openly in such a way.

Doubtless there is much force in these 
arguments. It is no doubt true that under 
the ballot system more money is spent in 
elections than under the method of voting 
openly. These, however, are evils which 
can be remedied without going back to the 
old system. It would certainly be a curious 
system which was regulated solely with a 
view of meeting the the case of the corrupt 
voter, or the ignorant. Yet that is what 
the advocates of open voting seem to be 
seeking. The law should he made for the 
honest and intelligent elector, and all others 
educated up to the ballot, rather than that 
the law should be reduced to the level of 
the exceptional cases.

The system of vote by ballot has been 
tried and not found wanting. It has many 
excellent features. It secures to every 
citizen in the land, no matter what his 
circumstances may be, the right to exercise 
the franchise in any way that may seem to 
him to be right and proper. It secures to 
all the people the free, orderly and intelli­
gent exercise of the franchise. It has cer­
tainly come to stay.

As there is still about 
half a million claims on fyle yet to be ad­
justed, it will be seen that the pension 
problem hM lx come one of gigantic pro­
portions. Although the country is one of 
immense resources, it cannot stand every­
thing; and should even a reMonable pro­
portion of the claims on fyle be accepted m 
genuine and pensions granted, it will swell 
the amount far beyond what thoughtful 
men consider the nation could or should 
endure. For this reason a clamor is being 
raised by the democratic press for a care­
ful revision of the pension list and the eli­
mination of all fraudulent and undeserv­
ing pensions. It is quite probable too that 
the pension laws will be carefully revised, 
and some of the rather reckless legislation 
of recent years, passed mainly for the pur­
pose of catching the votes of the soldier 
element among the electors, will be wiped 
off the statute books. That the country 
is the victim of gross frauds in connection 
with these pensions, there seems but little 
doubt. It seems difficult to believe that at 
this late date, thirty years after the war, 
there are still 875,063 persons living who 
are actually deserving, and justly entitled 
to, those pensions. It must he remember­
ed, too, that these pensions are paid to but 
one side, the soldiers of the north, those 
who fought on the side of the south receiv­
ing no Msistance whatever from the nation­
al government. Most of the southern 
states assist to a greater or less extent their 
needy Veterans, out of their state treMtiries, 
and in addition they have to pay their part 
of the national pension roll. This makes 
it doubly hard on the various southern 
states, and it is in that section of the na­
tion, where the democratic party has its 
stronghold, that the greatest amount of 
dissatisfaction with the present pension 
laws exists. During the lMt year or two 
quite a number of claims have been fyled by 
persons living in this county. It will be 
interesting to those to who know that the 
list is being added to at the rate of about 
600 per day. _
