Hydro.
The Halifax Herald has been stat­

ing that the people were getting no 
benefit from hydro in prices paid. 
The Premier had stated that the hyr 
dro power could be delivered to Hali­
fax at half the cost of steam. Dis­
satisfaction was expressed with the 
findings of our engineers but those 
brought from Tdfqrto to confound 
our statements agrcetK with us. The 
Premier said in 1923 for 55 KWH he 
paid 10 cents per KWH or $5.50 in 
1924 for 59 KWH at :>**<?.. $3.25. He 
was a small consumer but if that «did 
not mean a big reduction he did not 
know what did. The City of Halifax 
now had cheaper power and light 
<van any part of Nova Scotia. Hali­
fax City would not take hydro when 
supplied and we were obliged to sell 
it to the Tramways Company. The 
payments secure interest sinking 
fund and depreciation. No general 
‘ax payer is called upon to pay one 
dollar of this. The consumer pays, j 
The hydro electric policy of the Pro­
vince originated with the Liberal 
Party. At Sheet Harbor power was 
further developed, and the towns of 
Piet ou County are benefiting by it. 
Mr. Armstrong ridiculed the state­
ments of family compacts, machine 
politics, etc. There was no room for 
calamity howlers either.
