tice of persccution were an essential cons
stituent in the religion of our ancestors,
as Protestants repeatedly assure us they
were, it is incumbent on them to trace
them up to the commencementof ¢ Pope-
1y, at whatever period they may choose
to fix this wra.® We know there have
not been wanting, in every century, dife
ferent heresies and schisms, which have
been condemned assuch by the Church ¢
“but (to spesk only of the middle ages,)
we observe that neither Felix of Urgel,
nor Gro'escale, nor Berengarious, aor
Abelard, nor Marscilius of Padua, nor
our Wycliff, was sentouced to any cor.
poral sufierings by the Church, when
she ccudemned their respective errors,
during the ages of her greatest power.
We shall shortly sece on what occasion,
and by what authority, this kind of puns
shment was resorted to in matters of re«

ligion.
