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as sixty persons were present at Mr. Kakusan’s. house, and
here there were about ninety inside the house, and many
waiting outside to get in, all so quiet and well behaved, so
different from two years ago when the people would laugh,
shout, and throw stones; all now joined heartily iun the singing
and seemed to listen with great attention. The workers
divided up, and going to three different places in the country,
the further being about twenty miles away., The meetings
were all largely attended, at one place over 300 were present ;
of course we know many come from curiosity, but if the
good seed is planted in their hearts, how thankful we shall be
to feel that in God’s own time it may bear fruit. When
Archdeacon Shaw was here, about a month ago, he expressed
himself as greatly pleased with all our work. My night class
does so well, and already is bringing some young men under
Christian instruction. I teach four evenings in the week, and
have seventeen in the first class. Mr. Kakusan takes the
second. My pupils vary in age from sixteen to forty-five,
they also vary much in their occupations, from Editor of
a newspaper to teacher in the Middic and High Schools.
These are the people we are most anxious to gain. In our
teaching, we came across the name of “our Saviour,” they
stopped to ask me what that meart. ¥ ¥ We have now two S.
Schools, both weli attended, and indeed we are most thankful
to see these signs of a gradual awakening.”
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
