The
bomb-throwers of 8piin and Poriugal have made their countries too hot
for themsolves, and they are flying from the rigorous hand o f the law,  We
should be most devoutly thsnkful that they do not wact to come to us any
more than we want to have thom ; but we pity out neighbors who will be
obliged to harbor the dissflected batch of malcontents.

BurcLars' TooLs,——It is a matter of constant wonder and speculation
as to where and bow the burglar obtains his kit of tools, for ob examination
it Is usually plain to be seen that the workmauship on cach article is of the
best, and that skilled workmen must have been employed. There are no
regular places for the msnufacture of such articles, and detectives announce
that for the most part, the “sling sho',’” the * jimmie,” and the epecial
varieties of drills, are made by honest workmen who are stupidly uncon-
sclous of the fact that they are participating in & crime. It goes bard in
the courts with any blacksmith or othet workman who has knowingly
assisted 1o the preparation of the tools ; aod although the burglars are, asa
sule, quite willing to pay handsomely for the delicate work they require, it
is&y far the beat policy for the workmen to fight shy of suspicious looking
jobe.

Tar CANADIAN CHEESE.—It is wilh great pleasure that we note the
final results fn the checse competitions at the World's Falr. Thero were in
all 539 entries of Camdian checses, and of this number 490 cheeses have
obtained awards. Ontario, with 275 exhibits of cheese, won 260 prizes.
Quebec, Nova Scotia, New Brunawick, Prince Edward Island and Mani-
tobs, sre next in order as prize-winners, American cheeses, even those of
the famous Herkimer or Little Falls’ brand, were casily distanced by the
Canadian srticle, and the noted Cheddar cheese, supposed to be made to
petfection only io Somersetshire and In Swi'z:tland, has been surpassed by
our cheese-makers. There can be no cry of favoritism raised over the
awards, as there were iwo Amwmerican to one Cznadian jndge on the cheese
committee, It is safe to conclude that genuine me:it was the cause of
success,

A Daxaerous CaLriNG.—~The davgers of the train employes’ life are
seldom realized even by the travelling public, and the statittics which were
brought before the Trainmen’s Convention recently beld in Bostor will do
much to awaken thought on the subjzct. During the year 1892, 2,55 rail-
way operstors lost thelr lives in the service of American roads, and yet,
potwitkstanding ihis featfal list of disasters, only 376 passengers on Ameri-
can Jines met with fatal injuries. It is generally admitted that travelling
by rail is the safest form of locomotion for the passenger, and yet if the
figures be correct, there can be no classof men as liable to death or serious
accident as tho traiu hands. Io the United States Congress great tfforts
are beiog made to obtain legislstion which will compel the railroad com-
panles to provide and use a much greater number of safety appliances, o
that greater safety of the workman may be ensured,

Toe DeaTH OF THE GoNpOLA.—Alas for Venice! Some of the old
ccmmercial spirit srd fire still lingers among her poople, and 1t is probable
that within a few years Venice, the languid, the beautiful Venice, the home
of the gondols, will become s more prosperous but far less poetic city.
The days of the claesic gondola sre numbered.  Already fast steam
launches are running on the Grand Canal, while the gendolas are forced to
sit idly by. The Jaunches have, however, not solved all th- groblems of
locomotion, for many of the narrow canals are impassable, axd the Vene-
tians object strenuously to the c-ostint soot and 'moke which are defacing
the stonework of the beautiful palaces. One result of the eleciric exhibi-
tions at the World's Fair, however, hos been that the Royal ltalian Com-
missfon has paid great attention to all electric boats, launches, etc., and a
lsrge number of the launches now in use at the Fair are 10 bs added to the
Veoetian service. The gondola is pronounced *‘too slow" by the present
generation of Venttians, and despite poetry, old associations, acd io fact
everything but practicability, the romantic craft bas been cendemned.

Tar FEMALE CHORISTERS.—It is not often that Australia succeeds in
setting @ fasbioo which is imitated in this part of the world, fcr our antipo-
dean friends, like ourselves, prefer to follow the mindates of the older
world of fashion in Europe. A couple of years ago, however, the Australian
members of the Church of Eogland became discontented with the
warble of the'young choir boys, too many of whose voices were then at that
uncer'sin period through which each chorister {8 bound to pass. A sur-
pliced choir of girls and women was resorted to, sod the improve-nest in
the music at ooce reconclled even the most conservative of the congrega-
tion to the chaoge. Seversl churches in New York liked the idea, and even
in the ancient churches of St. George and All Soule the custom came in-
vogue. The black-robed choristers of the fairer sex are now to be found in
many of the Chicago churches, but there ocems to be too much “go”
among the fair siogers to make their tervices wholly acceptable. The
Bishop of New Jcrsey is determined that the new custom shall not prevail
fn his dlocese, and his mandate foibidding the appearance of cspecially
costumed female choristers bas drawn dowa upon his unfortunate head a
storm of reproaches.

A Goop Exaxrre.~A very praisewcrlthy custom {s comiog in vogue
among weslthy Americang, and it is now a raze occurrence for a weslthy
man or wemsn to die without leaving cither the writlen or spoken wirh
that a portlon of the cstate shall be set apart for philanthropic work, Miss
Efzbeth Jewett, who recently died in Baston, durlog her lifetime took a
lively interest in the welfire of many institutions, 8he bad an eepecial
{ntercat in all colleges to which women were admitted on equal terms with
men, and in her last testament she has remembered these progreseive col-
leges in a substantisl way. The handsome sum of $31,000 goes to a
Minnerota College, 810,000 goes to the fimous Lidies' College at Mount
Holyoke, and nelther the Philips Academy or Wellesley College are for-
golten. Miss Jewett was a generous contributor ta the funds of educational
institutions during her lifetime, and she erjoyed to the full the privileges of
both present and prospeclive givicg.

Woukx 1N WyoMiNg.—The effect of women’s suffrage on the people
of Wyomiog is being felt steadily, aund though the experiment of extendiny
the suffrage to tha women of that State was regarded as a risky obe, thereis
vow no doubt that the result has been wholly beneficial. The States snd Ter
titorfcs of the Western portion of the Republic average 2 200 prisoners to
the million, and in the Eistern, and supposedly mote law-abldiog States,
there are generally 16oo prisoners to each milllon of inhabitants. Ia
\Wyoming, which was formerly considered the toughest State of the Union,
the ratio of crime has greatly diminished, There are now but 1 20,
pritoners to the million inhabitints, and this record, when compared either
with the records of either Western or Eistern Stalee, is a2 marvellous ove
Opponents of women's sufftage may assert that the numbers of prisoners in
Wyoming is small, simply because of the laxness with which the laws aro
enforced, but on the contrary it can be demoustrated that Wyoming is by
far the most law-abiding State in the Westera portion of the Union. Dur
ing the past ten years the laws have been well administered, yet the jils
have become empty. A thoughtful writer wonders whether this change for
the batter has been occisloned by women scariog the evil-doera out of the
S:ate, or by wemen scarlog the evil out of the doers?

Inconneor Statistios —There is no doubt in oar mind that the ceasus
returns are moat valuable aids to the Government and people of every coua-
try, but we protest seriously against the usual loose msthods employed in
compiliog the statistics. The last census taken in our Province was mst
misleading, but when the method o which it was tiken is compared widk
the methods which provail in an old and inteligent country like Great
Britain, the wonder is not that the figures are so incorrect, but that they
approximate io aoy degree to the truth, The Lancet polots out the care-
lessness of such rough seturna as have recently been made pubic regatdiog
the medlcal professior. According ‘o statistics there are now over tweoty
thousand more registered doctora practisiog in Eoglaud and Wales than
there were ten years ago. Accordlog to the Medical Register for 11st year
there are only 30 590 registored practitioners in Fogland, Wales, Scatland
and Ireland, and ot these some 8,000 aro practising abroad. This would
leave only twenty-two thousand ard odd members of the medical profes-
alon in 1he United Empire, yo! the census does not hesitate to record the
pumber of practlsivg physicians as 85,235 The medical professian i
doubtless overcrowded, but the statistics are too utterly untrue to be cou-
sidered. Inorder to obtain the sum total, regular doctors, medical students,
assistants, dentists, and male and female nurses, are counted a8 belonging
1o tho medical profession. That such a loose piec: of work sh uld he
tolerated in Great Britain must be a surprise to many of our readers, We
trust that before the time for another census-taking comes around some
satisfactory metbod of obtaining aud classifying ioformation may be found.

A SaNITARY STREET-CLEANER.—One of the most serlous problems in city
life is to find an cflicient and not disagreeable method of clzaring the strects,
lanes and gutters of offensive matter, The scavaogiog carts and the ash carts
do 2 portion of this much-necded work, but the service can .never bz pro-
nounced wholly satisfactory. The wet garbage is too frequently left
behind, and as a resnlt poiconons and noisesome odors fill the sir. Maoy
citics have tried ertablishing expensive crematories, in which sll waste mat-
ter was to be destroyed, but in no case has the crematory been found an
economic succets, while much vatural prejudice has been shown ia every
city by tbe residents of the locality in which the crematory was to b:
plsced. A new porlable crematory is now being used io Chicago by the
Street-Cleaning Department, which so far has baen wholly satisfactory in its
workinge. The new machine coneists of a gigantic boiler d.vided into
three compartments. The uoderneath compiriment bolds the ashes and
residue, the middle compariment, which is the furoace proper, is fed with
all waste material which italmost instantiy consumes. The third and upper
compariment retains and drios all wet garbage uatil It is rendered combus-
t.ble when it is mechanicilly dropped ioto the furnace below. The fire is
fed at intervals with parafiac oil, so that a steady combustion may be cat-
1ied on. This new crematory has many advantages over the old method.
It is 0asily moved from place to place, and as it destroys all refuse near the
spot where it {3 fcund, it saves considerably oo the old and expensive
mecthod of trdosportation to distant dumps as crematories. As the cost of
the eogine is only &350, it is probible th.t many more will b2 made after
the origio.] model. Another and signal adviotago of the new machiae 1s
that the process of destruction is carrted on without the fearful sm:lt which
is characteristic of the crematories.
