CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

Lumber trade conditions in Ontario
ieswed from any standpoint, are of a de-

cidedly hnpefil character The volume
of &rade ta bdisfactory, prices firm, and
the prospective deanand the most pro-
jis.ising. The trade of the past week has
serted to substantiate what was predicted
carlier an the season, namely, that there
wvould be no peiceptible midsummer lull
in business this year Ail the mills, pine
and hardwood, arc workng to their full
capacity, and many of them tire behind
with ordets. In the Ottawa valley Britisb
trade is said to be quiet, bit for other
hnes there is a remarkably brsk demand.
Stocks of box lumbe .te practically ex
hausted. The movement of the lower
grades generally is surh that higher prices
have been paid in some instances. Sales
of mili culis are reported at 59 whilte one
year ago it would bc d'ffi-uit to obtain
$6 for similar s',oak. There are no heas y
pine stocks held either in the Ottawa
valley or the Georgian Bay districts, and
the universal opinion is that the fail will
witness a shortage in many stades.
Although it as yet ton early to predict,
the present indications are that r.ext year
lumber prices wci!f be even higher than
they at e at t present time.

The completion of buildings is creatng

a larger demaid for shiongies, whiich have
been moving moderately ail season.

Dealers are unable to sectire any stocks
an advante uf orders. Both pane and
cedar neet with ready sale.

MiANtTO1A AND litiTISIl COI.UtJillA.

The lunber requirenent in Mantoba
is now confined.largely to building opera-
tions, which continue very brisk. A
heavy movement ai material in Winnipeg
is reported, and tie outiook for fait trade
is gbod. Crop prospects throuîghout
Manitoba and the North west are favor-
able, and whsen these have been harvest-
ed the farmers will turn their attention to
erecting new buiddings and carrying out
needed improvcments. The saw mills in
British Culaumbia are bsy on orders both
for the hone market and for export.
Raiway construction is pr,.vidîng an out-
Ici foi much timber, a number of contracts
having recently been let. Arrangements
are being perfected to form an organiza-
taon to control the lumber business of the
Kootenay and Slocan Lake district.

UNITED STATTS.

Minneapolis is looked upon as the baro-
meter that shows the condition of ail the
markets in the north.western pine dis-
trict. For this reason the figures show-
ing the shipments have additional inter-
est. Fu tht fisst seven months of this
year the shipments from that market
were a74,900,ooo eet as against 194,400,-
ooo feet for the corresponding month of

.89. The demand has been such that
very hîtte unsold stock is now on the
market and wholesailers are advancang
prces in the hope of being able go retamn
wshat stock they have to supply the Lte
fail and wnter trade, whîen it is believed
that elen higher prices wali be realzed.
The position an the cast corresponds tu
some extent with that in the Lake Superior
district. The cali for lumnber is stead-
dy expandtng, and notwitthst.ndtng quîte
heavy pirchases made by wholesalers,
there is no great supply of any kind of
lumber in the yards. It is sinttuar that
in the midst of the receivan season there
are n.any grades of which the suapply as
decidedly shoti. At Buffalo and Tona
wanda No. 2 and No. 3 cuts are very
scarce. Miill cuil stocks have practically
passed into the hands of box.maker,
Siho hase been unable to securean ample
supply of pine and are lookng around for
substitutes. At Tonawanda tisere are
many enquries an the market for box
material of proniscuots widths,but dealers
refuse to quote pr.es, not knowing her:
