CURREN[ TKRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

While the moath of January is usually
uneventiul in respect to lumber trans-
actions, the past month has witnessed
a movement which has further strength-
ened the white pine market. Buying of
the coming season’s cut has beea quue
heavyand at figuresinvariably satisfactory
to the seller. The purchase of lumberin
the Ottawa district by a Chicago concern,
as reported by our correspondent, s
particularly significant as showing that
the market for Canadian pine lumberis
broadening, and that United States
conceras find it advantageous to p1y even
the tugh prices which Canadian manu-
facturers are now asking, in addition to
the import duty of two dollars per
thousand feet. It is estimated that
there s not over 25,000,000 feet of
unsold lumber on the mill docks in the
Georgian Bay district, and even this
quantity 1s almost certain to find a buyer
before spring. There is a firm market
for logs which are beld at $11 to $13 per
thousand. A very small quantity s
beirg cut this winter for export, as the
opcrations for th's purpose must be con
fined to deeded lands, on which the um-
ber 1s mostly scattered.

An cstimate furnished by Mr. Ralph
Loveland of the expected output of the
mills on the Georgian Bayis interesting
and valuable, inasmuch as it shows a

smaller cut than has been reported. The
tigures of the drstricts are -

According to this estimate the total is
less th:n 500,000,000 feet, but it will be
observed that it does not include the cut
at French River and one or two other
points.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK,

The s<pruce lumber market is firm,
though quiet. [t s anticipated that thece
will be a strong market in the spnng, as
the volume of building in the Eastern
States is hikely to call for alarge quantity
of rough lumber. This, it 1s thought,
will offset any vossible faling ofl n the
demand fromn Great Britawn. The winter
rut of logs will not be greater in volume
than usual, and may be slightly curtailed.
Whue cedar shingles are stll seling on
the basis of $3 25 to $3.30 for extras on
Boston rate of freight, with the demand
a httle wmore inactive.

MANITOBA AND BRITISH COLUMBIA.

At the present tme the chief
interest of the Inmber trade of the west
centres n the movements affecting the
trade of Briish Columbia, The #ro-
vinctal Government have put into effect
the law prohibiing the export of cedar
logs, and Brtish Columbia lumbermen
expect to find a market for shingles in
certain terntory that was {ormerly
supplieu by Unued States manufacturers.
The revised price list i1s also commanding
some attention. Cedar shingles are
quoted ai $1.70 for No. 1,6 to 2x16inches,
and $1.20 for No. 2 for ali points west of
Fort Wilham, f o.b. cars Vancouver.
For all ponts east of Fort Whlliam the
price s $1.35 and $105 respectively.
Delivered prices are, of course, quoted
in all cases, but the above figures are the
basis from which dehivered prices are
made. The filty cent. rate covers all
points from Fort William west to and
including Regina, also a number of the
branch roads of Mamitoba and the North-
West, while the 75 cent. rate covers
practically all of Ontario and the city of
Montreal.

UNITED STATES.

Several small lots of white pine lumber
are changin,: hands in the Lake Supenor
distnict.
