8. B. SCHMIDT, M.D.

It is with much regret that we are called upon to chronicle
the death of an old and highly respected physician of this city,
Dr. S. B. Schmidt.. His death occurred on the 4th inst., after
a very painful illness of abont four months, from cancer of the
liver.  Dr. Schmidt was born-in 1824, aﬁd-was‘ therefore at the
time of his death in his 55th year.. He studicd medicine at
McGill University, and graduated in 1847. That was the year
of the terrible ship fever imported into this country by, the Irish
immigrants. Dr. Schmidt at once took an active partin caring
for these unfortunate strangers. He volunteered to the guaran-
tine station, and there did, with others, excellent service in the
cause of the sufferers. The virulence of the typhus was great,
and he himself was one of the few physicians who survived that
frightful ordeal. From that time he devoted himself to the
practice of his profession in Montreal, and very soon gained a
considerable clientéle. This kept conbt'mtly increasing, owing
both to the skill he evinced and to the scrupulous attention and
kindness shown to all his patients, so that of late years his prac-
tice had been both large and lucrative. Dr. Schinidt—a man of
sterling worth—was one who not only enjoyed the public eonfi-
dence to a large extent, but also continually held the respect
