towards the cemetery the antl clerlcale pres-
ent with thelr bsnners, demanded the remov-
a} of the crees from the summit af the hearse;
the {amily of the aefunct made detormined
epposition to that proposal, and wero su taln-
ed by fhe police present, who ordered the
procession to etsit, When crossipg Ponte
Quaitro Capl the dispute was renewed, some
shoutlng : **If the crost be not removed, we
will threw the corpse apd ¢ flia Into the
rlver.” Finally, one of the more daring of
the anti-clerloal party eprang upoo the rear of
the heares, wreunched the cross from 't
gocket snd tossed it Into the Tiber amid o
{scene ol wild confuslon ; shrieks of horror
frem the bystandere, protests from the
famlly, all ¢f whom lmmediately w tidrew
from the cot'ge; and shouts ef approval
from the fallow-rowdles. The oroes, fortun-
utely, fell on the hark benesth the bridge,
where 1t was lound by a municip:1 guard and
conveyed to the nearveat pelice station, Tne
processlon made ita way to Campo
Verane, whera the remalns  were
crematsd, the day followlog. The
implous deed is severely etigmatizad
even by the two Jewlsh ergans. La Re¢forma
and the Triluna. The court mouth-plece
Fanfi'la, remarks with reseon : *' That rc-
meving from the hearse the symbel of n
bellef which Gevernment unever lores ab
opportanity to efficlally war againet, may
possitly be claseed as an act of ill-breeding,
but it can in no wise bs wondered at Ins
land wherein the President of the
Oabinet at tho barquet el Palenmo pont!.

It fe nkee
and vhady for them In the hot weather, ard
they plckup a good teeny of the young weede
as soon &b they phoot cut of the grennd, So
t-king 1t all rouad they do a great deal o)
gosd. I belleve In a few yoars’ time it will
be diflizult to flad a hop garden without
them, If farmers weuld take tho troubls to |
ceop thelr chickens out moro they woull fing
that the blrds would get more than helf thelr
living. Frut growera shoull keep peultry,
sod especlally thcy have grasa noder the
troee, which provides nice shade for the fonla
aud ohickena, The birds find a gued many
{nsects In auch a place, fur more than in an
open graes fisld; as there aro gencraily large
numbers of green fies, caterpillars, and mug-
gots fall from the tress, Fowls live on a
great deal of matter which would be wastod
were they not to eat it, I bellevoin a few
years farmers will have a fl:ck of fowls fol-
lowlng the plough, sv as to eat up the worms
and gruba as the gronnd is turned over. I

The
hive rcqulres somewhat different managusment
feom that of the ordinary combination er the
gtorifying bive, but ln its manipulstion le
found to be as simp'e and eaey as any of ite
predecessore, and Is better su ted to strong
stocks, Taoe brood neat of the hive contalns
ton atandard-s’z>d frames in the frent, at the
back of whioh hangs s eingle frame also of
rtindard slz3, Yo be supplied with stsrters-of-
comb-foundation only. Alung eitaer side of
tho brood.chamber 18 a care of eight one-
pound s~otlions, In which the bees are en.
coursged to work during the spring time,
when the weather s wo frequently toe cold
for them t1 aecond into the upper chamber,
thereby losing no time,

Durlng the winter months the space around
the brood neet may bs filled up with oushions
or other packing material for warmth, but
this, although desirable intho oass of any but
the stronge:t atocks, {8 not absolately necos-
sary. la the superiog chamber there {# abund-
anoe of room for crates or sootions or shallow
extractlog frames iu the beat of searons, and
tho divielonal cr t18 of seven sectione are re-
oommended by the inventor as the best
for all practical pmrpomes, belng far eanler
handled when full than thelarger ones, The
bive is plsced upon stont lege, has a
substantial roof, and 18 called the *¢ Bedford
Hive.”
