The cable brings word of the death at the rije age of 86 years, of oratio Ross,
otic of the best examples of a sportsman and marksman which Great Britain has ha
for a half century past. Speaking of his death and his work, a writer recently saii:
e was not only a great hunter himself, but was the father of great rifle shots
Hereutes, Colin and Edward, his sons, are all more orless renowned for their prowess
with the rifle, and the namie of Ldward Ross has of Jate years almost celipsed that «f
his father, (o he not only won the Queen’s prize, but alone holds the gold and sitver
medals of the National rif'e as ociaton.  Hercules Ross woi the Cambridge cup, and!
was the champion shot of India for three successive years; while in 1863 Mr. Russ anrl
his three s s formed four of the Scotch cight in the International challenge match for thie
Elcho shicld,  But stranger «tiil, the expert use of the rifle is not merely confined o
men of the family, but extends in a remarkable degree 1o some of the ladies, My,
Horatio Rossy zzee Miss Macrae, has in her day been a splendid shot with her rifle,
and Mrs. Colin Ross is scarcely less dexterous with her gun.  Mr. Ross became a
leader of volunteers in 1859, going as a pupil to the school of musketry at Hythe, and
seeking instruction from General Hay in the art of military rifle shooting.  These two
crack shots past many an afternoon together on the ‘shingle” in friendly contest at the
experimental target, and many were the bullseyes implanted by them, fiving standing
at the 600 yds.” chstance. It is now more than half a cen ury since Mr. Ross astonishe |
the world as a steeplechase rider on his famous horse Clinker, against Capt. Douglas
on Radical, over peicestershire; and indecd, steeplechase riding, as now practiced,
may be sa'd to date from that event, it being the first steeplechase on vecord.  In for-
wer days, when duelling was in vogue, Mr, Ross was accounted the best pistol shet i
Europe, yet such was his consideration for the fectings of others that he never had o
serious quarrel.  But as a proofl of his dexterity i once killed 20 swallows before
breakfast with a duelling pistol. As a pigeon shol he was not a whit less noticeabie.
At the Red House, ina match with Lord MacDuonald, he Lilicd §2 pigeons out of 53
shots at 30 and 35 yards rise.  In 1828 he won the Red  House club cup, scoring 70
out of his 80 birds at 30 yards rise.  Nor will it e merely or entirely by his unrivalled
skill and dexterity with the fowling picee, the rifle and the pistol that Mr., Ross will 1.
remembered in the sporiing world.  His suceess as a steeplechase rider has alreads
been referred 105 but it remains to add that he likewise in his day proved himself ax
expert yachtsman, while his feats as an athlste in walking are remarkable. He walkeds
from the River Dlec to Inverness, a distance of ninety-seven miles on one oceasio:
without stopping: again, after a laborious contest in shooting partridges with Colondd
Aunson in Norfolk, when the latter retired from sheer exhaustion, Mr. Ross was s
fresh that he challenged any of the bystanders to walk to London, a distance of seveuty
miles.  Mr. Ross lived in Wyvis Lodge, near Wyvis, a mountain in the Highlands of
Scotland.  The walls teem with trophies of the chase in the shape of deer heads, ete.
The sideboard in the diningroom groan: under the weight of the numberless prize-
won by his rifle at the butts. Among these are the Wimbledon cup, only compete:
for by winners; the Association cup and the Duke of Cambridge cup.  In 1867,
Cambridge, after two long days’ shonting at 932, 1,000 andl 1,103 yards, 15 shots a
cach range each day, he -then in his sixty-sixth year— vanquished some thirty of e
best rifleshots of the kingdom and added thereby the Cambridge cup to his collection.

For a_short time he sat in Parliament.  The sport, there, however, was not to his
taste. "= Forest and Stream.
