Prsn Agreement shia be applied onidy to merchandise transported'in Vlenezuela to a sea, lake or river port in Canada without trans-Or iu transit through a country whieh enjoys the benefit the ritisIOrInteeite Tariff of Canada; and also to iaerehofnd trans-niaport in Canada Vo a port iu Venezuela without translhipmnt orthrugha -ountry which enpoys the beneaits of the Britishi Prefretial
