In August 1973, he was appointed 

Minister with Special Functions including responsibilities for assisting the 

Prime - Minister in Foreign Affairs. In January 1974, he was appointed Minister 

of Information in addition to his  portfolio of Special Functions. He was 

returned in the August 1974 general elections and was appointed Minister of 

Information with Special Functions for Foreign Affairs. 

Un August 6, 1975, he was appointed Minister of Foreign Affairs.
