
2. Upon receipt of such authorizations the designated airline may begin at any time to
operate the agreed services, in whole or mnpart, provided that the airline complies with the
applicable provision of this Agreemnent,* i particular, that tariffis are established i
accordance with the provisions of Article XIV (Tariffs) of this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI
(Revocation and Limitation of Authorization)

The aeronautical authorities of each Contracting Party shafl have the righ to withhold the
authorizations referred to in Article V (Authorization) of this Agreement with respect to
an airline designated by the other Contractig Party, to revoke or suspend or impose
conditions on such authorizations, temporarfly or permanently:

(a) in the event of filure by such airline to qualify to fufil the conditions prescribed
under the laws and regulations normally and reasonably applied by theai in a manner not
iconsistent with the provisions of the Convention to the operation of iternational
commercial air services;,

(b) in the event of feiure by such airlie to comply with the laws and regulations of the
Contracting Party grantig the rights;-

(c) i the event that they are flot satisfied that substantial ownership and effective control
of the airline are vested i the Contracting Party designating the airline or in its nationals;
and

(d) i case the airlie otherwise fàils to operate i accordance with the conditions
prescribed under this Agreement.

2. Unleas immediate action is essential to prevent infiringement of the laws and regulations
referred to above or unless safety or security requires immediate action under Article VIII
(R.ecognition of Certificates and Licences) or Article IX (Aviation Security), the rights
enumnerated i paragraph 1 of this Article shail be exercised only afler consultations wvith
the aeronautical authorities of the other Contracting Party i conforznity with Article XX
(Consultations) of this Agreement.

ARTICLE VII
(Application of Laws)

1. The laws, regulations and procedures of one Contracting Party relating to the
admission to, remaining in, or departure from its territozy of aireraft engaged i
international air navigation or to the. operation and navigation of such aircraft shail be
cornplied with by the. designated airline or airlines of the. other Contracting Party upon
entrance ito, departure from and while within the said territory.
