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And after further Debate, the question being put on the said motion; it was
agreed to .

The said Bill was accordingly read the second time, considered in Committee
of the Whole, reported with an amendment, considered as amended;

By leave of the House, the said Bill was read the third time and passed.

The Bill No. 305, An Act respecting Immigration, was considered in
Committee of the Whole, reported with amendments, considered as amended;

By leave of the House, the said Bill was read the third time and passed.

The Bill No. 246, An Act to amend The Canada Grain Act, was considered
in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read the third time
and passed.

The Bill No. 184, An Act to amend the Pension Act, was considered in
Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read the third time and
passed.

The Bill No. 191, An Act to amend The Civilian War Pensions and Allow-
ances Act, was considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amend-
ment, read the third time and passed.

The Bill No. 182, An Act to amend The Veterans Benefit Act, 1951, was
considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read the
third time and passed.

The Bill No. 183, An Act to amend The Veterans Insurance Act, was con-
sidered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read the
third time and passed.

The Bill No. 334, An Act to amend The Army Benevolent Fund Act, 1947,
was considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read
the third time and passed.

The House resolved itself into Committee of the Whole to consider a
certain proposed Resolution to amend Bill No. 181, An Act respecting Allow-
ances for War Veterans and their Dependants.
