Mr. Klein, seconded by Mr. Isabelle, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-194, An Act respecting disclosure of names of drug addicts, which was
read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the
House.

By unanimous consent, Mr. Trudeau, seconded by Mr. MacEachen, moved,
-That the House do go into Committee of the Whole forthwith to consider
the following proposed resolution which has been recommended to the House
by His Excellency:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend the Criminal Code,
the Parole Act (inter alia to increase the maximum number of members of
the National Parole Board from five to eight), the Penitentiary Act, the
Prison and Reformatories Act, and to make certain consequential amendments
to the Combines Investigation Act and the Customs Tariff.

Resolved,-That the House do go into Committee of the Whole forthwith
to consider the said proposed resolution.

Accordingly, the House resolved itself into Committee of the Whole to
consider a certain proposed resolution to amend the Criminal Code.

Mr. Trudeau, seconded by Mr. MacEachen, by leave of the House presented
Bill C-195, An Act to amend the Criminal Code, the Parole Act, the Peniten-
tiary Act, the Prisons and Reformatories Act and to make certain consequential
amendments to the Combines Investigation Act and the Customs Tariff, which
was read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting
of the House.

By unanimous consent, it was ordered,-That proceedings under pro-
visional Standing Order 39-A be suspended for this sitting.

A Message was received from the Senate informing this House that the
Senate had passed Bill C-151, An Act to authorize the provision of moneys
to meet certain capital expenditures of the Canadian National Railways System
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
