privilege. If I am ta remain Speaker of this
House I cannot allaw hon. members simply ta
disregard decisions.

Same han. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Speaker: I see around me 262 members
wbo would be better Speakers than I am, but
for the moment I stand in thîs place and bold
from hon. members the responsibility ta be
the Speaker of this Hause. I have made a
decision. The hon. member for Prince
Edward-Hastings bas always been one of
those who have supparted the Chair.

Somne hon. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. Speaker: I seek his assistance.

Mr. Hees: I have always supported yaur
decisions, Mr. Speaker, and I accept this one.
I was about ta appeal ta Your Honour's sense
of fairness and ask yau not ta make your
final decision now but ta delay it for a few
hours for consideration, as bas been dane in
the past. Whenever you make your decision, I
and my hon. friends will accept it.

Mr. Speaker: As the ban. member will
recognize, this is a point which bas been
raised very often. If it were a new point,
perbaps the Chair would not be justified in
making an immediate judgment. But it is a
point which bas been raised on numerous
occasions-not only this year, not only last
year, but on many occasions-and the deci-
sion bas always been the sanie. Wbile there
may be a grievance there is not a question of
privilege, and I feel bound by the decisions of
my worthy predecessors and by the earlier
rulings I myseif have made.
