Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): None at the
present time, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Nyutrom: In view of the undertaking by the former
minister of agriculture that Canada would import more
farm machinery from other countries, would the minister
tell us what action has been taken to date on that
commitment?

Mr. Whelan: I have met with two ambassadors froni
other countries who are trying to have us educate our
farmers to use different kinds of machinery. Our farmers
are not indentured in respect of the use of any kind of
machinery. It is up to them. to buy it if it is available to
them.

SUGAR BEETS-INTENTION RESPECTING
ESTABLISHMENT 0F MINIMUM PRICE PER TON AND

As long as the
world price of sugar stays with that program we are not
really that worried about where it is going to go or what it
is going to do. I think this is why so many people are
anxious to produce sugarbeets.
