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4, The date of, and copy of each commission issued, and the
date of the appointment of each commissioner, his name, residence
and designation.

5. The time occupied in each investigation by each commissioner
or commissioners.

6. The amount paid or to be paid to each commissioner, in fees,
per diem allowance, salary, travelling expenses, and incidentals of
all kinds.

7. The number of witnesses summoned in each case to appear
before the investigating commissioner or commissioners.

8. The amount paid or to be paid tc each witness, in fees, per
diem allowance, travelling expenses, or for any other services ren-
dered.

9. The number of bailiffs and constables employed in each case,
and the amount paid or to be paid to each for his services in any
capacity.

10. The number and names of all lawyers retained or engaged
in any way by the Crown to conduct each case, the amount paid or
to be paid to each lawyer or counsel so engaged.

11. The number and names of all lawyers engaged by the de-
fendants in each case, and the amount paid or to be paid to each of
such lawyers for services rendered in defending the officer or other
party accused, or for any other services rendered in defending such
cases.

12. A copy of all reports made to heads of departments, or to
His Excellency the Governor (General in Council, by any commis-
sioner or commissioners, together with his or their findings in each
case; and a statement showing the action taken thereon by any
head of a department, or by the Governor General in Council.
