From the beginning 
it was the intention and understanding that the 
University would do the work in fundamental research* 
while the technical branch would be left altogether 
to the Government and the Association. A.t the same 
time it was provided that some of the workers paid 
by the Government and the Association would be 
employe J in the Fundamental Research Section. The 
Agreement even states that they may do a little 
teaching and have University rank.
